The PD Passport
At Providence Day School ,  we intent ional ly  create exper iences 
that  foster  intercultural  learning inside and outside the classroom. 
Knowing the wor ld is  increasingly interconnected and ever-
changing ,  we purposeful ly  develop oppor tunit ies for  our  students 
to become empathetic ,  informed,  and empowered global  c i t izens.

A l l  students at  Providence Day exper ience the TK-12 global 
education framework known as the “PD Passpor t ,”  which infuses 
tradit ional  c lasses with the content ,  sk i l ls ,  and character 
disposit ions cr i t ical  to becoming a global  c i t izen.  Our classrooms 
are places of  discover y where learning about diverse cultures and 
shared exper iences creates connections to our  larger  humanit y.



Global  Curriculum
The Lower School  learning exper ience br ings a global 
perspective.  S tudents are exposed to French,  Spanish , 
and Mandar in Chinese dur ing their  ear l iest  years.  Pr ior  to 
enter ing Second Grade,  one language of  study is  selected 
for  the remaining four  years of  Lower School .  Addit ional ly,  in 
each grade from TK through 5 ,  students complete projects 
focused on learning about a dif ferent  area of  the wor ld .

Providence Day School  understands that  valuing diversi t y 
is  the key to global  c i t izenship.  We bel ieve in developing 
within our  students an abi l i t y  to appreciate and value 
the dif ferences among people in  our  school  communit y, 
as wel l  as those in the larger  wor ld around us.

In  Lower School ,  with the help of  two 
dedicated counselors ,  students explore grat i tude,  ref lect ion ,  and 
ser v ice projects .

The Learning Lof t 
for  TK & K
Providence Day created a Learning Lof t  to co-explore the 
learning exper ience with chi ldren in grades TK and K .  Act iv i t ies 
are structured to provoke ideas ,  problem-solv ing ,  and conf l ict 
resolut ion.  Act iv i t ies are student-dr iven as chi ldren are welcomed 
to play,  create ,  and interact  in  THEIR space.  The space al lows 
for  col laborat ive projects;  blocks and Legos;  t inker ing space 
where their  imagination is  the l imit ;  ar t  using many dif ferent 
media;  small-group work to bui ld on l i teracy and math concepts; 
work display areas;  and a var iet y of  STE AM concepts.



Math,  Language Ar ts ,  
& Sciences

MATH IN FOCUS

Providence Day uses the concepts of  Singapore Math for  grades 
K through 5.  This method teaches the “why ” and “how” behind 
mathematical  concepts;  bui lds a strong foundation of  number 
sense;  encourages problem solv ing strategies with an emphasis on 
bar  modeling in grades 2-5;  and incorporates whole group,  par tner 
work ,  small  group,  and independent pract ice in math instruct ion.

FOUNTAS AND PINNELL

The Fountas and Pinnel l  model  is  a comprehensive,  systematic 
design for  high-impact l i teracy instruct ion.  S tudents are exposed 
to a wide var iet y of  genres with a global  lens;  exper ience whole 
group,  small  group,  and indiv idual  instruct ion;  receive mult iple 
chances for  reading/tex t  exposure through interact ive read-
aloud,  shared reading ,  guided reading ,  independent reading , 
and book clubs;  and use authentic  tex ts and lessons aimed at 
get t ing students talk ing ,  wr i t ing ,  ref lect ing ,  and reading.

INQUIRY BASED METHODOLOGY

In  the Lower School  Science Lab,  we model  acceptance, 
k indness ,  and appreciat ing indiv idual  dif ferences;  empower 
students to re ly  on their  brains and not  look to teachers for 
answers;  present open-ended chal lenges for  students to solve; 
expect  students to work col laborat ively ;  model  the scient i f ic 
method;  and most impor tantly,  laugh and have fun together !

Technology & Innovation

GR ADES TK-2

Each Lower School  c lassroom has a class set  of  iPads that  have 
an assor tment of  apps and content  to suppor t  the Lower School 
curr iculum. Content  includes mater ial  for  core classes ,  as wel l 
as special  areas including l ibrar y,  music ,  and more.  S tudents 
can work together  on the class iPads to gain a foundational 
understanding of  how iPads work in education ,  and prepare 
them for  personal  iPads later  in  their  academic career.

GR ADES 3-5

Students in third grade are provided with a school- issued 
iPad while  they are in  c lass as they begin to get  accl imated 
with Providence Day ’s One to Wor ld and Digi tal  Ci t izenship 
programs.  In four th and f i f th grade,  students are able to 
become ful ly  involved with the One to Wor ld program as they 
use the iPads to learn in and out  of  the classroom. S tudents 
wil l  keep their  iPads through their  journey into Middle School . 



INNOVATION

At Providence Day,  innovation goes far  beyond the 
use of  technology,  and is  woven into ever y aspect 
of  teaching and learning.  In  Lower School ,  that 
might  be i l lustrated v ia oppor tunit ies for  students 
to design their  own board games or  wr i te  their 
own comic books ,  or  to exper iment with mater ials 
f rom the “ t inker  table”  avai lable in  the L ibrar y. 

IDE AS@PD is a new TK-12 curr icular  f ramework that 
weaves together  the topics of  innovation ,  design , 
entrepreneurship,  analy t ics ,  and sustainabi l i t y. 
Lower School  of fer ings include the Tech Tank , 
where students are introduced to concepts around 
computer  science and problem solv ing ,  and the 
IDE AS Lab,  a  new elect ive for  5th graders that  takes 
place in the IDE AS Xchange on campus.  The school 
created the IDE AS Xchange in the Dickson-Hemby 
Technology bui lding dur ing summer 2022 and i t 
is  br inging together  new forms of  col laborat ion 
among facult y  and students of  al l  ages.

The E x tended Day Program 
promotes the social ,  emotional , 
and physical  development 
of  each chi ld through 
nur tur ing relat ionships , 
f lexible scheduling ,  and 
choices that  ref lect  each 
chi ld ’s  indiv idual ,  interests . 
The E x tended Day Program 
operates out  of  the Levin 
Family  E x tended Day House, 
enhanced by new state-of-the-ar t  playground.  S tudents may 
at tend on a drop-in basis or  sign up to at tend f ive days a week .



Arts
We are commit ted to 
nur tur ing creat iv i t y 
and conf idence at 
al l  levels of  learning. 
Comprehensive 
exposure to v isual 
ar ts ,  music ,  and 
theatre is  essential 
to the complete 
educational  exper ience 
for  each student . 

TK-4 students exper ience a curr iculum in music and v isual 
ar ts .  In  5th grade,  students par t ic ipate in  e i ther  Band, 
Orchestra ,  or  Chorus (no pr ior  exper ience required).  In 
addit ion ,  4th and 5th grade students have an oppor tunit y 
each year to audit ion for  a musical  theatre production.

Athletics
Par t ic ipat ion in the Providence Day athlet ic 
program provides student-athletes with 
the oppor tunit y  to pursue excel lence,  bui ld 
long-last ing relat ionships ,  and grow both 
physical ly  and emotional ly.  Our student-
athletes develop l i fe long sk i l ls  and lessons 
in personal  integr i t y  and teamwork .

In Lower School ,  the introduction to Athlet ics begins in 
Physical  Education classes taught by dedicated facult y. 
S tudents have the oppor tunit y  for  the introduction to spor ts 
sk i l ls  v ia af ter-school  enr ichments through the E x tended 
Day program. Through pep ral l ies and Lower School  nights 
at  varsi t y  games,  students develop their  school  spir i t .
