1.
You must have sticker to park on school property.  Parking stickers  are extended on a first come, first serve basis.

2.
Each students must register each school year.  Registration blanks may be obtained from the CTE/Athletic office.  There is a $5 registration fee each year.  There will be an additional fee of $5 to replace stickers (if available).

3.
Each student must display parking permit (in the lower corner of the front window on the driver’s side) for the current year.  Only one permit will be issued per student per year.

4.
Students leaving school property in a vehicle must have proper authorization.

5.
Speeding (speed not to exceed 10 mph on school property) or careless driving on the school grounds and on streets bordering the school is not permitted.  Parking in a no-parking area is prohibited.

6.
Sitting in cars during the school day is not permitted.  Students must leave cars within one minute after arrival at school.

7.
Students may not go to their cars during the school day unless permission is obtained from the office.

8.
Student cars must be locked at all times, the school districts is not be held responsible for damage to or theft from cars.

9.
Motorcycles or motor bikes of any type driven to school will have a special designated parking area.

10.
Students may lose their privileges to drive because of violation of these policies and related items in the Student Code of Conduct.

Reasonable searches of motor vehicles and students may be done by the administration or designated employee (New Jersey V.T.L.O., case NO 83-172).
