PRESENTATIONS
MAEO STARS – LINDSEY ROBINSON AND MARC HANSEN, ASHER - Mr. Hansen said he and Lindsey Robinson are the co-sponsors of Asher’s MAEO STARS.  This program is a student leadership program sponsored by the Michigan Alternative Education Organization for students enrolled in alternative education programs.  Each year they participate in the Fall Leadership Conference, Legislative Day and a Spring Events Conference.  Mr. Hansen gave a PowerPoint presentation that highlighted past awards received at these conferences by our students.  They will be attending the conference at Central Michigan University on May 15 – 17 for seven students and two sponsors.  He explained the where students compete in various business and academic programs.  

DISCUSSION
FINANCE - Theresa McLachlan, Business and Finance Director, said an additional update of the Deficit Elimination Plan is being presented for approval.  The last amendment was sent to the State and they requested we update our federal revenue in the 2014-15 school year to be consistent with our declining enrollment projections.  They require the Board to approve this update before it is re-submitted.  The projected fund balance with these updates decreased from $583,776 to $524,936 for June 30, 2015. 

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT - Mr. Grusecki gave a brief update since the tragedy before our spring break.  He contacted all superintendents who sent staff to assist us.  He wanted to publicly thank them for their help and continued support.  Downriver is a tight knit area and everyone did a great job.  The staff from Woodhaven was phenomenal with their guidance.  

Mr. Grusecki said he will be attending a Legislative Session in Lansing Wednesday with an Open House from 11:30 a.m. – 1:00 p.m. with a working lunch session.  He will meet with Senators Kandrevas and Hopgood in a pre-session meeting.  Legislators are reconsidering the Foreign Language and Algebra II requirement and are looking at HB 4276 regarding core curriculum.  They now think that may not have been a good idea.  

Our budget transparency is up to date on our web site as legally required, thanks to Ms. McLachlan.
