As a component of an eligible
telecommunications service, 900/976
call blocking is eligible for discount.

Features available include (but
are not necessarily limited to) call
waiting, 3-way calling, speed calling,
distinctive ring, and call forwarding
Eligibility:

As features associated with an eligible
telecommunications service, custom
calling services are eligible for
discount,

Charges
(Telecommunications)

Directory Assistance Charges are those
charges assessed for calls made to
411, or other Directory Assistance
numbers such as (201) 555-1212, for
information. Typically charges are
assessed on 2 per call basis.

	Telephone Service (Telecommunications) 
	Description: Telephone service includes local phone service (sometimes known as “Plain Old Telephone Service” or POTS), 

	
	Cellular/Personal Communications Service (PCS), and long distance telephone service, and involves individual wire or wireless lines provided by a telecommunications carrier.

	Homework Hotline Service (Telecommunications) 
	Description: A Homework Hotline Service is typically provided as a toll free telephone number for students to contact the school regarding questions on homework. 

Eligibility: Telecommunications Services and voice mail services used to provide a Homework Hotline Service are eligible. Charges for creation, configuration, or maintenance of content are not eligible. 


Wide Area Network (MAN/WAN) Services
Note:  

· SAISD signed a multi-year contract with Cox Communications during the 2005-06 E-Rate application year for the fiber connectivity to create the WAN. 

· The 1 frame-relay circuit was not included in that agreement.

· It also did not include the connection to the ACES site, which will either be cable modem or DSL connection.

Quantity:  

· At least two 1 gigabyte connections from the district MAN/WAN to the SAISD Technology Center

· At least 100mb connection from the district MAN/WAN to each of the 5 SAISD Secondary Campuses 
· At least 50mb connection from the district MAN/WAN to each of the SAISD Elementary Campuses that is currently not connected via wireless, Sam Houston, West Texas Training Center, Carver DAEP/SAC Campus, and Maintenance (total of 17 connections)
· Current connection is a double fiber ring from the contractor’s head end to all sites.

· Note:  want the option to upgrade connectivity level during the time of the service agreement

Note: 

· Must comply with the e-rate rules of WAN eligibility; for example, at http://www.sl.universalservice.org/reference/wan.asp
· The computers of a school district are connected and share information among the various buildings and may use the network for voice telecommunications services, data transmission and/or for Internet access. Therefore under e-rate rules, the connections between the buildings must be leased from an eligible Telecommunications Service provider.

(WAN) Services

A wide area network is a voice, data,
and/or video network that provides
connections from within an eligible
school or library to other locations
beyond the school or library.
El ty:
The provision of 3 wide area network
communication service, irrespective of
technology, when provided on
common carrier basis, is an ligible
Telecommunications Service.
Technologies employed include but are
not limited to ATM, DSL, DS-1, T-1,
fractionalized T-1, Frame Relay, ISDN,
Satellte, and Wirsless. Excluded from
this definition are services that provide
broadcast content or cable television,
because these are not considered
telecommunications services,
Please Note that the actual wires that
carry information outside the school or
library facility are considered to be the
WAN components. Network
components such as routers located at
a school or library facility are generally
considered to be Internal Connections,
and therefore must mest the eligibility
conditions as given in the Interal
Connections section of this document.
However, charges for
telecommunications service over @
WAN may include the cost of leasing
on-premise WAN facilities if certain
limited conditions are met. Please see
the Special Eligibility Conditions below
for further information.

Eligibility:

Internet access, regardless of
technology platform, is eligible for
discount. Such access may include
transport of digital communication
using any Internet-based protocols,
including encapsulation of data, video,
or voice so long as this is the most
cost effective way to accass the
Internet. In addition, features that are
not themselves eligible, such as
caching and filtering, can be included
if an integral component part of the
service, and the inclusion of these
features mests the limitations given in
the Special Eligibility Condition for

	Digital Subscriber Line (DSL) Service (Telecommunications) 
	Description: Digital Subscriber Line (DSL) is a Digital Transmission Service. 

Eligibility: Leased data circuits that connect an eligible school or library facility to other locations beyond the school or library, including an Internet Service Provider, are eligible for discount as a telecommunications service. Please see the Special Eligibility Condition below for further information. See also the entry for Digital Subscriber Line (DSL) Internet Access in the Internet Access section.

Permanent Virtual Circuit

We would like to investigate this option in regards to school related sites that utilize DSL or cable modem for connection back to the SAISD Technology Center and connection to the district network.

	Permanent Virtual 
	Description: 

	Circuit (Telecommunications) 
	Permanent Virtual Circuits (PVCs) are shared connections between end-points. PVCs play a central role in Frame Relay networks. They're also supported in some other types of networks, such as X.25. 

Eligibility: As a component part of a Telecommunications Service, the cost of PVCs is eligible for discount. 


Cable Modem Service

At least 1 connection, possibly up to 5 connections

	Cable Modem Service (Internet Access) 
	Description: Cable modem service provides a high-speed data path over TV coaxial cable. 

Eligibility: Cable Modem Service is eligible for funding as Internet Access if that offering is the most cost-effective means of accessing the Internet. 


Digital Transmission Service, Direct Inward Dialing, etc. 
(Telecommunication components needed to implement VoIP ---- VoIP components are in the Internal Connections)
· Contingent on receipt of E-Rate funding and the implementation of Voice Over IP (VoIP)
· We will need enough connectivity/capacity to provide telecommunications services to our entire district once VoIP is implemented.  Capacity needs to be enough to cover the entire district’s telecommunication needs.  Currently, we have about 650 telephone lines but not all locations have a telephone in them.  (ex: many of the classrooms currently do not have a telephone in them but after the implementation of the VoIP, then most all classrooms would have a telephone)

	Description: 
	Leased data circuits for voice, video, and/or data that connect an eligible school or library facility to other locations beyond the school or library, including an Internet Service Provider, are eligible for discount. 

Technologies employed may include, but are not limited to: Asynchronous Transfer Mode (ATM), Digital Subscriber Line (DSL, ADSL, SDSL, HDSL, IDSL, VDSL), DS-1, DS-2, DS-3, Frame Relay, Integrated Services Digital Network (ISDN), OC-1, OC-3, OC-12, OC-N, Satellite, Switched Multimegabit Data Service (SMDS), T-1, T-2, T-3, Fractional T-1, and Wireless. 

Data circuits that provide voice, video, or data connectivity exclusively within school or library grounds are not eligible for funding as a Telecommunications Service, but may be eligible as Internal Connections. 


	Direct Inward Dialing (Telecommunications) 
	Description: Direct Inward Dialing (DID) service allows outside calls to be directed to a Private Branch Exchange station line without the use of an operator. 

Eligibility: Direct Inward Dialing is eligible for discount.
