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	The 21st Century Community Learning Centers program supports community learning centers that provide academic enrichment opportunities during non-school hours for students.  The program helps students meet state and local standards in core academic subjects, such as reading and math; offers students enrichment activities that complement regular academic programs; and offers educational services to the families of participating students.  Funding is provided by the federal government and technical support is given through the Washington Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction. 



Positive evaluation results from the 2018-19 school year show that the 21st CCLC program:

· Serves students in need of support.  The program served 132 students.  30 days of attendance is believed to be the threshold for program effectiveness.  89 students or 67% attended for 30 or more days.

· Provides activities during the summer and school year.  The program provided a 4-week session during the summer, and 32 weeks of activities during the school year, 4 days a week for 2.5 hours each day for 7th and 8th graders. 

· Provides academic and enrichment activities to students.  The program supported students with a variety of activities including: 
· Academic Tutoring, Homework Help, Learning Lab Tutoring
· STEM Activities
· Cooking Activities
· Art Activities – Anime, Yarn, Music
· Mentorship Activities
· Youth Leadership Activities
· Sports and Fitness
· Field Trips

· Supports families with information and events.  The program provided information at school-wide family events such as Open House, Conference Night, a Multicultural Night, a Showcase of Activities, and an event for Incoming 7th Graders.  Feedback from parents indicated that more than 75% of parents felt they learned new information that was helpful.
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· Involves a variety of community partners.  The program utilized support and contributions from After-School All-Stars, who provided direct service staff to lead a variety of enrichment activities and field trips.  Other partners included Kent Parks and Recreation, Washington Alliance for Better Schools, and Glover Empowering Mentoring, who provided mentoring and life skills for young men by connecting boys with professionals of color.  

· Offers a high-quality environment in which youth build skills.  The program used the Youth Program Quality Assessment (YPQA), a widely used tool for after-school programs, to train staff, plan activities, observe and rate the quality of activities, and write improvement goals.  

· Improves student learning behaviors.  Teachers indicated at the end of the year that more than half of students who needed to improve on a variety of behaviors did improve.
