	The 21st Century Community Learning Centers program supports community learning centers that provide academic enrichment opportunities during non-school hours for students.  The program helps students meet state and local standards in core academic subjects, such as reading and math; offers students enrichment activities that complement regular academic programs; and offers educational services to the families of participating students.  Funding is provided by the federal government and technical support is given through the Washington Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction. 



Positive evaluation results from the 2018-19 school year show that the 21st CCLC program:

· Serves students in need of support.  The program served 114 students.  30 days of attendance is believed to be the threshold for program effectiveness.  75 students or 65% attended for 30 or more days.  

· Provides activities for students across the school year.  The program provided a 4-week session during the summer and 34 weeks of after-school activities during the school year, for about 2.25 hours a day, 4 days a week for students in 1st – 5th grades.

· Provides academic and enrichment activities to students.  The program supported students with a variety of activities including: 
· Arts and Crafts
· Athletics, team sports, track
· Chess Club
· Cooking Club – tot chef
· Math Games, Math Club
· Reading Club
· STEM - Science Fun, computer club, coding, mad science
· Mentoring – BROTHAs, Sisterhood Club
· Field Trips

· Supports families with information and events.  Events for families included fun events such as celebrations, a carnival, and a multicultural night; informative workshops to learn about curriculum in reading and STEM; and the In It Together Family Academy with weekly lessons on how to meet the social emotional needs of children.


· [bookmark: _GoBack]Involves a variety of community partners.  The program utilized support and contributions from several partners including the BROTHAs mentoring program, PUSH (providing leadership activities), and several organizations that supported field trips.  
 
· Offers a high-quality environment in which youth build skills.  Results from the Youth Program Quality Assessment show that the quality of activities, instruction, and engagement score as highly as other after-school programs in the State of Washington.

· Improves student learning behaviors.  Teachers indicated at the end of the year that they felt the after-school program was beneficial for the students.
