	[bookmark: _GoBack]The 21st Century Community Learning Centers program supports community learning centers that provide academic enrichment opportunities during non-school hours for students.  The program helps students meet state and local standards in core academic subjects, such as reading and math; offers students enrichment activities that complement regular academic programs; and offers educational services to the families of participating students.  Funding is provided by the federal government and technical support is given through the Washington Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction. 




Positive evaluation results from the 2018-19 school year show that the 21st CCLC program:

· Serves students in need of support.  The program served 268 students.  30 days of attendance is believed to be the threshold for program effectiveness.  62 students or 23% attended for 30 days or more.

· [bookmark: _Hlk520188207]Provides activities during the summer and school year.  The program provided a 4-week session during the summer and 32 weeks of activities during the school year, 4 days a week for 2.5 hours each day, and longer on early release days, for 7th and 8th graders.   

· Provides academic and enrichment activities to students.  The program supported students with a variety of activities including: 
· Academic Activities, Scholar Hour
· Math Club
· Drama Club
· Dance Club
· Board Games Club
· Cooking
· Arts and Crafts
· Sports – basketball, volleyball, soccer

The program provided information at school-wide family events such as a Multicultural Night, a Bingo Night, and a Humanities Film Festival.  Parents also attended a Las Familias Están Hablando workshop to learn how to talk with their students about relationships, puberty, and sex.  


· Involves a variety of community partners.  The program utilized support and contributions from several partners such Kent Parks and Recreation, Axios, Kent Phoenix Academy and Public Health Seattle King County.  

· Offers a high-quality environment in which youth build skills.  The program used the Youth Program Quality Assessment (YPQA), a widely used tool for after-school programs, to train staff, plan activities, observe and rate the quality of activities, and write improvement goals.  

· Improves student learning behaviors.  Teachers indicated at the end of the year that about two thirds of students who needed to improve on a variety of behaviors did improve.
