Policy on Hebrew Language Requirement – January 2021

BA in Jewish Studies
Students must take all four levels of Hebrew as undergraduate credits.

BA in Jewish Professional Studies
No Hebrew requirement. Students may take Hebrew as undergraduate Electives.

MA in Jewish Professional Studies
No Hebrew requirement. Students may take Hebrew as graduate credit Electives.

MA in Jewish Studies
Students must take Hebrew I or its equivalent as a prerequisite. They may take Hebrew II-IV as graduate Electives.

MS in Non-Profit Management and MED
Hebrew I - III are also co-requisites for the Jewish education tracks in the MSNPM and MED programs.  These students take Hebrew 1 at the 000 level and Hebrew II – III at the undergraduate level.  

Hebrew Course Numbers
1) Hebrew I can be taken as a pass/fail non-additive credit class with a course number of 000 and with a charge of $900. 

Hebrew I can also be taken for undergraduate credit as Hebrew 206. 

Students in the MA in Jewish Professional Studies may take Hebrew I for graduate elective credit as Hebrew 501. 

2) Hebrew II, III, and IV are offered at both the undergraduate and graduate level. 

Hebrew II can be taken as Hebrew 207 for undergraduate credit (for students in the BA programs or as a co-requisite) and as Hebrew 502 for graduate credit. 

Hebrew III can be taken as Hebrew 208 for undergraduate credit (for students in the BA programs or as a co-requisite) and as Hebrew 503 for graduate credit.

Hebrew IV can be taken as Hebrew 209 for undergraduate credit (for students in the BA programs or as a co-requisite) and as Hebrew 504 for graduate credit. 

3) Hebrew I-IV classes are offered live twice a week via Zoom. 

4) There are also three levels of Biblical Hebrew. These courses can be used as electives in Jewish Studies and Jewish Professional Studies as either undergraduate or graduate courses. Biblical Hebrew is offered once a week via Zoom.  
5) Students can place out of the Hebrew requirements by transferring in credits in Hebrew language from other accredited institutions or can take our Hebrew Placement exam for Hebrew I-III at the cost of $100.
