SUBJECT:
APPROPRIATION OF FUNDS FOR PV BLEACHERS AND SJG BOILER

WHEREAS, the Board of Education of the Township of Pequannock in the County of Morris, New Jersey (the “Board of Education”) received the Preliminary Eligible Costs letter dated August 11, 2009 and a Final Eligible Costs letter dated October 29, 2009 and a form of Grant Agreement in connection with the Pequannock Valley Middle School Gym Bleachers Project, State Project No. 4080-08-09-1001 (the “Bleachers Project”), indicating a total project cost of $105,417 of which all of the costs were deemed eligible for funding and a State share available in the form of a grant in the amount of $42,167 and requiring a local share of $63,250; and
WHEREAS, the Board of Education received the Preliminary Eligible Costs letter dated June 24, 2009 and a Final Eligible Costs letter dated August 11, 2009 and a form of Grant Agreement in connection with the Stephen J. Gerace Elementary School New Boiler Project, State Project No. 4080-100-09-1002 (the “Boiler Project” and together with the Bleachers Project, the “Projects”), indicating a total project cost of $490,000 of which all of the costs were deemed eligible for funding and a State share available in the form of a grant in the amount of $196,000 and requiring a local share of $294,000; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Education has determined to fund the local share from available capital reserve funds;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.
Pursuant to N.J.A.C. 6A:23-2.13 (h)(2), this Board of Education hereby directs the withdrawal from the capital reserve account of $63,250 to fund the local share of the Bleacher Project and $294,000 to fund the local share of Boiler Project less any excess costs as determined in the Final Eligible Costs letters issued by the Department of Education for the Projects in accordance with N.J.A.C. 6A-26-3, for a total aggregate amount of $357,250, and such funds shall be transferred to the capital projects account for the Projects and accounted for separately with the grants for the Projects as required by N.J.A.C. 6A:23-2.13(j).

Section 2.
A certified copy of this resolution shall be submitted to the School Development Authority in order to obtain final Grant Agreements from the School Development Authority.

Section 3.
The School Business Administrator/Board Secretary is hereby authorized to take all necessary steps required herein.
