BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that there should be raised for the General Fund a tax levy of $31,563,614 for the ensuing School Year (2011-2012).

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the unused taxing authority of $331,634 will be banked for potential use in the subsequent three fiscal years.
