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What do you want to do after graduation, and what do you need from school to do that?
We were just talking about how school is affecting us, how school is helping us, what’s effective and what didn’t work in the classroom.
Computers with math classes. I need to have to it on paper to actually get the concept.
Technology only acceptable for some subjects, not for all subjects.
Grades aren’t really about learning anymore. They’re just about getting the “A,” or passing. 
School equals learn and then forget.
We need to have more specific learning. Maybe bring in different types of engineers, or lawyers, to tell us about what they do.
More real world stuff, like how to change a car tire, or how to jump start your car.
Maybe more stuff with virtual reality. We have it and never use it.
We spent a lot of money on it. We need to do more stuff with it.
The Hub is a really cool place, but I’ve only been here once all year in all my classes.
We have all this good technology, but we never come in here and use it.
In junior high I only ever used green-screen once.
I have never been here before today.
They shouldn’t have got rid of the books. Now is all technology, it’s all online.
At main campus, every Monday a counselor came in talked about mental health. But it’s freshmen who are most stressed about balancing things like band and schoolwork, but we didn’t get to talk about it.
Any extra-curricular activity, you have to put in the time and effort. It can be overwhelming for any student.
I wake up, do homework in morning, go to school, then go to practice when my brain and body are tired. Everything is sore and tired by then and I just want to go to sleep. Sometimes my work isn’t done to my best capacity just because of how tired I am.
When you’re absent and come back teachers just give you packets. They don’t really go over it with you. They just expect it to be done.
Going back to quarterly exams instead of semesters. Have four instead of two big exams. I think quarterly is better because people stress about exams the way they are now, because you have to remember a whole semester of material. With quarterly, there’s less material to remember.
With seven classes, you have to take seven exams.
The problem is the amount of work teachers assign us. 
Seven classes………people don’t realize how much work. I get home at 7 or 8 and I’m up till 3 in the morning.
Spread the exams out over more days.
About tests, most kids learn differently, but each test is exactly the same. There are different teaching methods and different testing methods.
Semester exams are great but imagine basketball and football players having to study for four separate exams all together.
I absolutely need help to figure out what my career needs are. I know my passion but don’t know what to do to get there.
Talking to somebody
A class on how to lead, and how to be a manager. 
More time on the college application process.
I have no idea what I want to do when I grow up.
We also need good teachers to help us get to college. Some teachers don’t teach the best so you have to teach yourself.
More specific classes about specific jobs.
More training on public speaking. Many people fear it. If you want to be a leader you have to be good at public speaking.
It would be nice to have more opportunities for things that would look good on college applications, other than grades and test scores.
More about internships, and how to get in them.

Tell me about a moment in education that was great, when school was the way you wish it would always be. Or, what’s working that you want more of?
I have a teacher that uses PowerPoint to go over the text, and it really helps us retain the information better. If it’s paper notes I don’t understand. When I listen to it I understand it better.
More one on one help for students who are struggling.
Some use the Canvas calendar a lot, which is a very good thing to do. I was absent yesterday and the teacher had posted the work. But none of my other teachers had posted anything.
Teachers who teaches us test-taking and study skills. It’s really helpful when teachers teach you that, because you never really learned that in elementary school.
Some classes where if I finish faster, I want to get ahead, but have to wait for everyone else.
In my algebra class, we’re using a flipped classroom right now. So if you have three problems to work on, it’s really good for getting one-on-one help in the classroom.
When you write down notes, you memorize it. It helps during test. When my history teacher had a PowerPoint that created a story with it, it really helped a lot. It explains and puts a story to it. It re-creates it.
My English teacher is really good teacher. She assigns a chapter and the next day she really breaks it down for us.
With writing work, getting one-on-one analysis of my paper has really has helped my writing.
I had two really good teachers in a row. They just tell a story and it’s really engaging. Each has their own twist on the story.
I like it when the math teacher takes time with you. 
I had a different math teacher who did all the stuff on board, and the class all agreed it was a much better way to do it.
I like it when teachers give you options on how you want to learn, and then you just get it done.
If you don’t do well on a test, I have a teacher who will reteach it to you one-on-one.
Last week the teacher let us go at own pace.
I like teachers who connect with you more.
It’s come to a point where I’m scared to miss a day of school. When I come back have all this work. You can email teachers and get the work, but you don’t know what you’re doing.
In elementary school I had surgery and was out, and the teacher helped.
I was sick a couple of months ago and the teacher really helped, sending me a lot of notes.
At this point I’m so afraid of missing school. It puts even more stress on your body and then it takes longer to get better. When I’m not feeling well my friends bring me my homework, because I’m so afraid of getting behind.
