NO.  8218 APPROVE AN ORDER TO AUTHORIZE THE ISSUANCE OF UNLIMITED TAX REFUNDING BUILDING BONDS AND ENACTING OTHE PROVISIONS RELATING TO THE SUBJECT:  It was moved by Ms. Hatfield and seconded by Ms. Copp to approve an order authorizing the issuance of unlimited tax refunding building bonds and enacting other provisions relating to the subject as recommended by the administration.
Motion carried unanimously 7-0.

NO.  8219 RESOLUTION TO CONVENE THE SCHOOL HEALTH ADVISORY COUNCIL (SHAC) TO RECOMMEND CURRICULUM MATERIALS FOR HUMAN SEXUALITY INSTRUCTION:  It was moved by Mr. Schluter and seconded by Mr. Sprowls to approve the resolution to convene the School Health Advisory Council to recommend curriculum materials for human sexuality instruction.

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NO.  8220 RESOLUTION ON WAGE PAYMENTS DURING FEBRUARY 2022 EMERGENCY WEATHER CLOSURE:  It was moved by Ms. Copp and seconded by Dr. Rauch to approve the resolution regarding wage payments during emergency closure for Winter Storm Landon as recommended by the administration.
Motion carried unanimously 7-0.

NO.  8221 CONSIDERATION OF TEACHER’S LATE RESIGNATION WITHOUT GOOD CAUSE AND PROPOSED COMPLAINT TO THE STATE BOARD OF EDUCATOR CERTIFICATION FOR ABANDONMENT OF CONTRACT:  It was moved by Mr. Sprowls and seconded by Ms. Murphy to find that good cause did not exist for Rebecca Combs to resign and abandon her contract for the 2021-2022 school year and that the Board authorize the Superintendent or his designee to file a complaint with the State Board for Educator Certification to seek sanctions for her abandonment of contract.
Motion carried unanimously 7-0.
