7. Request to Address Board Chair  

7.1. Kevin Cheek, Sherman-Carter-Barnhart Architects - Progress Report on Boyd County Middle School Renovation Project 
Mr. Cheek presented a slide presentation of progress at the middle school.  He spoke about the new front entrance, exit-only doors, media center, art display wall, kitchen and drama area, concession stand area, restrooms, gravel base ready for asphalt, casework and kitchen equipment are in place, handicap canopy drop off, windows in rooms where they never were before, and the Administrative and Guidance office areas.  

Superintendent Walter indicated the board members would like to take a tour of the building in a month or so.

There was discussion as to whether the project is running on time.  Ridge Bentley with Trace Creek advised some areas are behind in construction but other areas were ahead of schedule.

Mr. Cheek also gave an update on the BCHS, Phase III, Athletics project. He advised this is a traditional seed and straw field.  He showed slides of the concession stand under construction, advised they are ready to install the field lighting, dugouts are under construction and concluded by advising the project is 31% done and on schedule.
8. Dialogue  

8.1. ACT and SAT Results (Tom Holbrook)

     Tom Holbrook, BCHS Principal discussed the positive growth and increase from last year, 19.0 to 19.2.  He advised all areas showed growth with the exception of one area which went from 19.4 to 19.3.  He discussed the Reading Plus program as being helpful with reading skills.  

      He discussed the Advance Kentucky Grant increased growth in the ACT scores, pre-A/P classes and advised 30 students received awards in the amount of $4,000+.  This is giving back to the students for their hard work.

8.2. Federal Programs (Matt Spade)

     Matt Spade, Director of Federal Programs, reported there is a balance in the Title I funding from the previous school year and it will be used towards teacher salaries from this school year.  He stated there was Professional Development funding left as well but it was used for Kagan training.  He advised there is also some funding remaining in the Parent Involvement set aside.

Mr. Spade presented two handouts to the board and gave an overview of the Title I salaries for the current year.  He advised the Parent Engagement set aside funding, previously known as Parent Involvement, provides a coordinator position at each school to involve parents in academic partnership and Marci Prater is the District Liaison.  He spoke about Title II funding and how it has dropped to the point where a full teaching position could no longer be funded at each elementary.  As a result, this year’s funding has been rolled into Title I.  Schools have received this to do with as they see most effective, with the understanding they will no longer be guaranteed a teaching position from this source and should expect a continued decrease in this money as well as complete defunding of Title II from the federal level.

8.3. Out-of-District Student Reciprocal Agreement (Supt. Walter)


Superintendent Walter asked Marci Prater, District DPP, if she had received any of the agreements yet.  Mrs. Prater advised the only one received to date is Fairview.  Superintendent Walter advised the board it was time to take a look at continuing with Reciprocal Agreements and stated the agreement in the past with Lawrence County and a one-to-one trade.

There was discussion regarding current enrollment in comparison to last year’s.  Don Fleu stated as of today, the district is ten (10) less students compared to last year’s enrollment.

Superintendent Walter explained the new amendment to KRS 158.070 to include the creation of a mandatory calendar committee for the 2018-2019 School Calendar and the specifications of who the committee shall consist of, naming each.  Superintendent Walter advised Mr. Spade they need to get the committee together and to make recommended changes to the board next month, as any changes need to be made by October.

Superintendent Walter introduced new Principals, Sean Stewart, Summit Elementary, and Jeff Frasure, Catlettsburg.  He advised Brian Eerenberg, Ponderosa, was unable to attend.
