7. Dialogue  

1. Kevin Cheek, Sherman-Carter-Barnhart, presented a power point regarding the Update of the Boyd County Middle School Renovations, Schematic Design. Distributed hard copies to the Board.  Mr. Cheek explained the approving of the Schematic Design is the next step as the BG-1 was approved by the Kentucky Department of Education.  This design does not have specifics.  The next layer after approving the Schematic Design is the design development.  Jamison Sills, Sherman-Carter-Barnhart, explained the Schematic Design power point; parking changes to improve traffic flow with buses, parents, and staff; floor plan modification of classrooms with addition of windows, and removing outside doors.  New lockers, update of security station, exit-only doors in each pod, expanding the media center to the center of the building; expanding the Art, Home Economics, and Band classrooms; new lobby entrance with a balcony to the gymnasium at the end of the building with an elevator to access the second level seating in the gymnasium; define front entrance to be more predominant to people entering the building and exit-only entrances with a blue light lockdown system.  Mr. Cheek requested approval of the Schematic Design as presented so it can be sent to the Kentucky Department of Education for approval.
2. Vicki Ellis and Carla Malone, Special Education Directors, spoke about Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), Part B, Basic advising they service 566 special-needs students.  Carla explained the programs available throughout the district.  We are the first district to develop a program for Autism and we have served as a model site for neighboring districts, Classrooms at BCHS, BCMS, Cannonsburg, two at Catlettsburg, FMD unit, BCC alternative unit, and provide for students at REHS as well.  Vicki referred to the handout noting the gains in On-Demand writing and K-Prep scores.  Susan Ison and Lisa Bocard discussed the Star Assessment Program and gave handouts demonstrating the Assessment samples.  Mrs. Ellis advised one goal for the Special Education Department throughout the district is to supply training for new teachers. 
3. Don Fleu, District Finance Director, discussed and reviewed the Insurance Coverage and explained the coverages as noted on the document, noting the flood insurance is on the BCHS sports complex (baseball and softball fields).
4. Superintendent Walter advised the district is ready to move forward with the BCHS Football Field Visitors' Bleacher Replacement; we have spoken to the Architects and they will begin the replacement process.
