6. Request to Address Board Chair -

6.1. Adam Reapsummer, Christian Families of Boyd County   

Discussion: 

Mr. Reapsummer advised the Board he was aware of the letter from Mr. Boblett regarding the masks no longer mandated, starting the 28th and aware of House Bill 51.He stated the Kentucky Department of Education implemented the mask August 24th and last Friday with the lower numbers, masks will no longer be required.  He quoted some number averages and percentages and asked how is 69% good enough to release masks?  He also stated he knew there was a teacher survey with 75% opting for no longer wearing masks and 25% wishing to stay with wearing the masks.  He asked if the Board is out of touch with the teachers? He stated the district was given $12.6 million dollars to mask the kids but the masks are off at sporting events.  He stated that out-of-district student dates were not allowed at a dance. He stated his religious exemption previous requesting on August 24th was denied. He began to state that the Constitutional rights....(his 3-minute time limit was up)

7.1. Reading Recovery Update - Melody Craft, Reading Recovery Teacher Leader, Summit Elementary  

Discussion: 

Reading Recovery Teacher Leader, Melody Craft, Summit Elementary, stated they are currently serving 125 students in primary.  This year Summit Elementary is the training site.  Eleven new teachers from other districts have been training.  She advised Reading Recovery has been implemented at each elementary school; two teachers in training and one Special Education teacher training in literacy at Summit. She introduced her team as follows:  Summit Principal, Sean Stewart; Jessica Hensley, Courtney Brickey, and Eliot Jacobs, Summit; Stacy McCarty, Cannonsburg, Jennifer Ford, Catlettsburg; and Connie Miller, Ponderosa. Each teacher spoke briefly about the program for non-readers and how the students receives thirty-minute intense lessons, one-on-one, daily for up to twenty weeks.  The starting text level from zero (0) or one (1) to text level twenty-two (22) by the end of the round or possibly before. The teachers spoke about the program, their students, and the gains for students' progression.  They praised the program and Mrs. Craft for the training to help students be successful at reading. Mrs. Craft thanked Mr. Boblett for the program and moving the district forward.

Rationale: 

The County agrees to issue Industrial Building Revenue Bonds to finance the acquisition and construction of the project, accept title to the Property and enter into a lease agreement with the developer and in conjunction with the foregoing, enter into this Agreement to memorialize the developer's obligation to make payments in lieu of taxes (PILOT Payments) with respect to the property to the county and other local taxing districts in the County of Boyd that have taxing jurisdiction over the property in the amounts set forth herein.

The developer shall make annual PILOT payments to the County in an amount equal to 20% of the amount the local taxing districts would have received from the property and 50% the school district would have received based on the value of the property as determined by the PVA over $555,500. plus an amount equal to 100% the local taxing districts and the school district would have received based on the taxable value of the property in calendar year 2021 of $555,500.
