7. Dialogue  

7.1. Boyd County Early Childhood Programs Update - Carla Malone, Director   

Discussion: 

Mrs. Malone presented a notebook of the program highlights to each Board member and Mr. Boblett. She introduced Sean Stewart, Policy Council President and Kelly Smallwood, Early Childhood Education Specialist. Mrs. Malone recognized the duties of the board as the governing body and directed them to the notebook. She spoke briefly about the Policy Council members and the bylaws, approval practices, grant information and review.  She advised the program would receive a forty-five-day notice for an audit review. She advised all the teachers in the program are Montessori certified.  She gave enrollment information, funding, qualifications and eligibility for the program.   She advised there were no findings and are one hundred percent (100%) in compliance. She stated she and Kelly are tested each year to be able to observe the teachers.  She advised students are sixty percent (60%) Kindergarten-ready. Kelly spoke about the First Book Program through Bill Burch.  Each child receives four to five free books.  They take a week and reach each book and do activities with the students. Sean stated he enjoyed being involved as a parent with his two boys in the program.  He spoke of how it has benefited them and how they have grown with the program. 

7.2. Career & Technical Education Team - The role of our Professional Learning Community (PLC) and College Coaches - Courtney Bartley, Boyd County Career and Technical Education Center Principal and staff   

Discussion: 

Mrs. Bartley presented a power point presentation. She spoke of the benefits of the CTE classes and how students are learning life skills.  Students are becoming career ready. Shelly Lemaster, Guidance Counselor, spoke about students being either career-ready or college-ready.  She spoke about Certifications available at end-of-the-program exams, articulating credit and in-house dual credit through Ashland Community and Technical College and Kentucky Christian University.  She also advised there are Ag dual credits though Murray State and ACTC on-campus courses are offered. Courtney spoke of the school-wide initiatives, focus on increase in certifications and school-based enterprise. 

She stated all seniors passed the welding program with one-hundred percent (100%) certification. Patrick McKnight, Auto Tech instructor, stated they completed accreditation.  He spoke of the work they have done on the shop to make it a much bigger area for the students to work. Mrs. McKnight, Pre-Nursing instructor, spoke of three pathways in the program.  She stated she teaches phlebotomy for certification and nine (9) students were certified nurse’s aids at the conclusion of the program.  She stated they obtain experience and can go straight to the workforce or continue in college. Several students were present and spoke about their experiences in the programs and how it has helped them. Courtney spoke of the future plans for the CTE program - CTE rotation, hospitality pathway, CDL class, and work-based learning. She spoke of the barriers within the building and noted time, space and funding.  She stated there is a need for a new building.  She concluded with thanking the board and Mr. Boblett for their support.
