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Purpose of the Scholarship
The family and friends of Douglas R. Wright have established this scholarship as a tribute and memorial to someone who served his community and strove to help others.  At the time of his death, Doug was a husband and father as well as the Commonwealth’s Attorney for the 18th Judicial Circuit (covering the counties of Pendleton, Harrison, Robertson and Nicholas).  He also served Pendleton County in many community and civic organizations.   

Criteria for Selection
The Douglas R. Wright Scholarship is designed to help graduating seniors who are pursuing postsecondary education to complete a certification or associate’s or bachelor’s degree (regardless of institution type). The following criteria will be used to select recipients:
· Financial need
· Commitment to completing a postsecondary degree

The $1,000 scholarship is renewable for up to four years, contingent upon the following:
· Written verification from the institution on official letterhead that the student is currently enrolled and/or registered for the upcoming semester, and
· Unofficial college transcript of classes completed so far, demonstrating that the student is making satisfactory academic progress toward degree/certification completion.  Satisfactory academic progress is defined as earning at least 67% of the credits the student attempts.

Scholarship funds may be used during the fall, winter, spring, and summer terms.
