JOHN DAVIDSON

John Davidson, Class of 1959, has been one of America’s most versatile and popular entertainers for more than 50 years. A star on Broadway, movies, showrooms and television, Mr. Davidson continues to perform around the country as a traveling troubadour/singer/storyteller.
Born in Pittsburgh, Mr. Davidson graduated from White Plains High School, where he was voted Best Looking in the high school yearbook. He went on to earn a B.A. in Theater Arts from Denison University in Ohio.
Mr. Davidson made his Broadway debut in the musical Foxy starring Bert Lahr. He went on to co-star in the 1964 Hallmark Hall of Fame production of The Fantasticks and hosted The Kraft Summer Music Hall in 1966. Back on Broadway he played the lead role of Curly in Oklahoma! He then appeared in Disney’s movies, The Happiest Millionaire. 
For the next decade Mr. Davidson concentrated on TV. He hosted his own talk show in 1969, co-starred in a TV movie with Karen Valentine and in a sitcom, The Girl with Something Extra with Sally Field. He also starred in his own Christmas specials and appeared in episodes of The Love Boat and Fantasy Island. 
Mr. Davidson’s buoyant nature and self-effacing humor helped him become one of the TV’s top game show hosts when that genre was at its peak. He hosted That’s Incredible!, The New Hollywood Squares and succeeded Dick Clark in The (New) $25,000 Pyramid. A frequent talk show guest, Mr. Davidson served as guest host on The Tonight Show Starring Johnny Carson 80 times, more than any other singer.
Music has always been Mr. Davidson’s first passion. He has issued 13 solo albums of both pop and country music, and plays guitar and banjo. A popular nightclub and concert favorite he has starred in may national tours and stock productions including The Music Man, Paint Your Wagon, Camelot, Carousel, I Do! I Do! and Will Rogers’ Follies.  
He returned to Broadway after 32 years in 1996 in Rogers and Hammerstein’s State Fair and then toured in the one-man show Bully as Theodore Roosevelt. In 2017 Mr. Davidson was back on Broadway, playing the wizard in Wicked.
