Discussion: 

Mrs. Prater presented Calendars A and B advising the calendars are using the VISY, beginning day being the first Monday after August 26.

She advised the Committee met in October.  The difference between Calendar A is the first day for students being August 30 which mirrors this year's calendar.  December break, adding the 18th and 19th, and running through January 2nd.  Spring Break full week of April and last day for students being May 23, 2024.

Calendar B has same starting date and ending date for students.  The fall break in October is a Thursday and Friday, October 5-6; only one day off in February, and adds a day off in March.

She stated she received very favorable comments on the late start date with the calendar.

7.4. Dialogue: Sherman-Carter-Barnhart Architects, Update on projects  

Discussion: 

Allison Cummings presented a power point presentation.  She stated a lot of great progress has been made on both projects.  She will share update on the Design Development, Step 2.  She advised Step 3 is the bid listing.

She stated there were some tweaks to the Cannonsburg project.  There was discussion regarding the budget.  The Daycare, due to budget restrictions, will not be at Cannonsburg.  This will move to another location which will not require two additional classrooms.  The access drive for the buses will be doubled.  There will be a separate area for parent pick up, a new entrance look and explained the kitchen area which is an alternate option for equipment and a walk-in freezer and cooler which would be an additional cost.  There will also be new windows, a new administrative suite at the front of the building entrance.

Ridge Bentley from Trace creek explained the BG-3, the series of line items 1-6 equals the construction cost of Nine million Eight Hundred Seven Thousand One Hundred Twenty-Four Dollars ($9,807,124).

The renovations will bid in the spring.  He advised the construction cost does not include the media addition or the extended kitchen addition.

Allison advised the site surveys have been received for the Boyd County Career and Technical Education Center construction project.  She advised there are some underground utilities and these will need to be relocated.

She stated the parking has been adjusted somewhat to the end of the building and there is one greenhouse with room for a future second greenhouse.

She advised they met with Mr. Boblett, Mr. Burchett, Mr. Higginbotham and Mrs. Bartley.  She explained the lab and classroom spaces stating the teachers felt they did not need an office in the classroom and requested a restroom in each instead to allow for close supervision of students.

She advised the roof will be gabled to match the high school.  There was discussion about signage for the building and she stated that would be something they will discuss later.

She stated they had met with the BCCTEC teachers at length and just recently sent their equipment listings.

Mr. Bentley explained the BG-3 and line items for the construction cost of Sixteen Million One Hundred Sixty Thousand Five Hundred Dollars.
