We are working on encouraging teachers to have something positive for students to come on time. Have not done after school detention, yet as lunch detention was largely successful. Plan is working. 
· Kicked off a positive campaign, “The Husky Way.” This reinforces positive things going on in school, recognition for all kids but also kids that really struggle, improving our school rules, kids can turn in cards earned for a bigger drawing. Working well with students and teachers. 
· We have a Positive Behavior Intervention teacher committee also working year round on positive communications and relationships.
