Fast Forward The Fast Forward program provides every student attending an Idaho public school an allocation of $4,125.00 to use towards Advanced Opportunities in grades 7-12. The fund can be used for: ▪ Overload Courses: An overload course is a high school level course that is taken in excess of the student’s regular school day. These courses are offered online, during the summertime, and after school. In the event that student incurs a cost for such courses, the Fast Forward program can pay up to $225.00 for the cost of the course. Overload courses must be above and beyond the full course load offered by the student’s local school and cannot be repeated or previously failed courses. ▪ Dual Credits: Dual credits are courses taken by high school students that are transcribed on their high school and college transcripts. The Fast Forward program can pay for up to $75.00 per credit, and in most cases, the cost of these credits is $75.00. Dual Credit courses can also be taken online, by virtual conferencing, or in some cases students can go directly to the college/university campus.

GEM The General Education Matriculation (GEM) certificate is comprised of 36 college credits that are offered as dual credit courses at our school. Covering general education coursework required at all Idaho public 2- and 4-year institutions, this certificate allows students to complete their first year of college courses. By providing 28 dual credit courses in disciplines ranging from science and math to English and history, the high schools has created an environment where students can complete rigorous coursework that blends together their high school requirements and their GEM certificate requirements. By pairing this with the Advanced Opportunities funding program provided by the State Department of Education, many of our students are able to work towards completing their first year of college while in high school at minimal to no out of pocket cost.

MATHEMATICS
Algebra 1
Course Overview:  Algebra 1 is a ground level course, which begins students on their math experience.  The course covers topics introduced in a pre-algebra course with more depth and application.  It prepares students to study advanced topics such as Geometry, Algebra 2 and College math.  This is a critical time for students to strengthen their math skills in such a way that the skills they learn become habit.  
Algebra 2
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Algebra 1 or Instructor Approval.
Course Overview:  Algebra 2 is a full-year course intended to prepare students for college level math courses.  This course is a college-prep level course and will be taught with that level of rigor.  Students will study introductory topics in trigonometry such as identities and other special formulas.  Problem solving will be a point of emphasis throughout the course.  Linear, quadratic, slope, polynomial, exponential, and logarithmic functions will also be included as well as polynomial and rational expressions and simplifying irrational and complex numbers.  
Geometry
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Algebra 1 or Instructor Approval. Open to grades 9-12.
Course Overview:  Geometry is a full-year course intended to prepare students for college level math courses.  This course is a college-prep level course and will be taught with that level of rigor.  Students will be introduced to topics in trigonometry and other special formulas.  Problem solving will be a point of emphasis throughout the course.  The study of triangles, similarity, proof, quadrilaterals, circles, area, surface area, coordinate geometry and volume will also be included
College Math in Modern Society CWI (Math123)
This survey course provides an opportunity to acquire an appreciation of the nature of mathematics and its relation to other aspects of our culture. The course is rigorous but not rigid and applies mathematics to real-world problems. PREREQ: Mastery of units 1-4 in MATH 095 or equivalent placement score. (This CWI course meets Idaho State Board GEM competency requirements in GEM 3 - Mathematical Ways of Knowing.)
College Algebra CWI (Math143)
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Geometry and Algebra 2 Open to grades 10-12.  
Course Description: Pre-Calculus is a full-year course intended to prepare students for calculus.  This course is a college level course and will be taught with that level of rigor.  This means that students will assume more responsibility for their learning. While not all students must  be enrolled in the concurrent credit program through CWI, they will still be held to that standard.  Students will study advanced topics in algebra, functions and systems of functions, and other special formulas.  Linear, quadratic, slope, polynomial, exponential, and logarithmic functions will be included.  Problem solving will be a point of emphasis throughout the course.  
College Trigonometry CWI (Math 144)
Prerequisite:  Successful completion College Algebra  143  or Instructor Approval. Open to grades 10-12.  
Course Description: College Trigonometry is a semester course.  This course is a college level course and will be taught with that level of rigor.  While not all students must be enrolled in the concurrent credit program through CWI, they will still be held to that standard.  Students will study advanced topics in trigonometry such as identities, circular functions, and other special formulas.  Problem solving will be a point of emphasis throughout the course.    
College Calculus– 
Prerequisites: College math with a grade of C or better (MA143 &MA144), a score of 12 or higher on the placement test for this course or an ACT score of 28, or instructor’s permission.
Course Description: Calculus I is a yearlong course covering the basic concepts of calculus.  These concepts include recognizing that calculus is the study of rates of change, the derivative, the integral and their applications.  Topics covered: Limits, derivatives, integration, and applications of the derivative, applications of integrals, integration techniques, logarithmic, exponential, trig and inverse trig functions.
College  Statistics 
Prerequisite:  completion of Geometry and Algebra 2 with a preference for those that have completed College Algebra. 
Course Description: College Statistics involves the study of four main areas:  exploratory analysis; planning a study; probability; and statistical inference.  Upon entering this course students are expected to have mathematical maturity and quantitative reasoning ability which is usually demonstrated by having completed Algebra II.  Mathematical maturity could be defined as a complete working knowledge of the graphical and algebraic concepts through Math Analysis, including linear, quadratic, exponential, and logarithmic functions.  In contrast to many math classes, this course will require reading of the text.  This College Statistics course is taught as an activity-based course in which students actively construct their own understanding of the concepts and techniques of statistics.  
SCIENCE 
Physical Science
Prerequisites: This is a Freshman required science course.
Course Description: Students will be equipped with the basic language and skills to successfully meet the benchmarks for introductory physical science.

Course Objectives: By the end of the course, successful students will:
1. Understand and be able to apply the principles of basic physical science
2. Know and correctly use the standard scientific symbols and notations of physical    science.
3. Know the basic principals of Newtonian physics, the basic formulas, and the practical application to real world problems such as distance/accelerations problems, and gravitational attractions.
4. Know and understand the basic principals of chemistry, the states of matter and the change of matter, chemical reactions and products of reactions.
5. Understand the basic relationship between physics and chemistry.
6. Will be able to use scientific reasoning, including both inductive and deductive reasoning, and the scientific method to solve problems.
7. Will be able to solve problems involving chemistry and physics.
Biology 
Prerequisites: This is a sophomore required science course.
Course Description: Biology is the study of the nature and characteristics of living things. Biology will make use of direct instruction lectures, laboratory exercises and activities to develop scientific concepts, skills, and attitudes. You will begin your study at the molecular level and advance through various aspects of the ecological community. Over the course of two semesters, all of the major units of biology will be covered, including biochemistry, cellular biology, cellular energy, cell division, genetics, evolution, and ecology. This course will require students to complete an individual science fair project in May .The scientific process, laboratory skills and writing skills are emphasized along with biology’s connections to other scientific disciplines and current biological issues. Students will be expected to understand and follow the laboratory procedures and instructions to ensure safety, and will be required to keep a laboratory book in the proper format. 

Human Biology: CWI Dual Credit Biology (BIO 100) and Lab
Prerequisites: A grade of “B” or better in sophomore biology OR teacher recommendation
Course Description: This is an introductory course for non-science majors. The course will provide a broad survey of biology by exploring the principles and processes that apply to living systems, including current biological issues. Concurrent enrollment in BIOL 100L is included. (This CWI course meets Idaho State Board GEM competency requirements in GEM 4 - Scientific Ways of Knowing.)
Chemistry :NNU Dual Credit Principles of Gen Chem (Chem 1200/1200L)
Prerequisites: A grade of “C” or better in algebra 1 OR teacher recommendation; completion of physical science
Description:
Chemistry is the study of molecules and their interactions. This is a two-semester course that will count toward your graduation requirements in science. Chemistry will make use of direct instruction lectures, problem solving, laboratory exercises and demonstrations to develop scientific concepts, skills, and attitudes. This course will focus on the major concepts in Chemistry as specified in the standards developed by the Idaho Board of Education, including metrics, properties and changes, chemical reactions and equations, stoichiometry, acids & bases, and kinetics. Chemistry relies heavily on math, analytical skills, and problem solving. It also requires a fair amount of memorization. Students will be expected to understand and follow the laboratory procedures and instructions to ensure safety, and will be required to keep a laboratory book in the proper format. 
Zoology
Zoology is the study of animal life. This course will survey the nine major phyla in the kingdom Animalia. Zoologists research everything they think to ask about animals, including their anatomy and interrelationships, their physiology and genetics, and their distributions and habitats. This course provides an introduction to the classification, relationships, structure, and function of major animal phyla. Emphasis is on levels of organization, reproduction and development, comparative systems, as well as morphology of both vertebrates and invertebrates. In addition, the students should acquire basic knowledge in ethology, evolution, and human ecology (including an introduction to the biosphere and biodiversity).

Botany
Botany is the scientific study of plants and their relationship to the environment. In this course, students investigate the growth, reproduction, anatomy, morphology, physiology, biochemistry, taxonomy, genetics, and ecology of plants.
College Physics: BSU Dual Credit (PHYS 101)
Course prerequisite:  Successful completion of Physical Science and Geometry; semester 1 is a prerequisite for semester 2.
Course Description:  Students will develop appreciation and familiarity with basic physics concepts which will give them a new perspective for critical and analytical thinking and lead to continued learning.
Course objectives:  By the end of the course, successful students will:
1. Understand and be able to apply the principles of basic physics.
2. Know and correctly use the standard scientific symbols and notations of physics
3. Know the principles of Newtonian physics, the basic formulas, and the practical application to real world problems such as distance/ accelerations problems, and gravitational attractions.
4. Understand the basic relationship between physics and other disciplines.
5. Will be able to use scientific reasoning, including both inductive and deductive reasoning, and the scientific method to solve problems.
6. Will be able to solve problems involving the fields of mechanics, heat, light, electromagnetism, and particle physics.
College Astronomy: BSU Dual Credit (PHYS 104)
	Prerequisites: Physical Science and Algebra 2 (or concurrently enrolled)
This course covers the origins of the universe, our solar system and how we fit into the exoplanets. The night sky constellations and planetary motion will be part of the course and we will look at the big picture possibilities of life beyond our planet.
Speech
College Speech NNU Dual Credit (COMM 1210)
Prerequisites: Junior or Senior standing –Seniors have preference.
Course Description:  As stated in the College of Western Idaho course catalog, the Public Speaking class provides “an introduction to verbal communication in groups, listening and public speaking.  Emphasis will be placed on [public] speaking, including delivery issues, speech construction, audience connection and the communication process.”  Students will present a minimum of four prepared speeches to their classmates and receive detailed feedback from the instructor and fellow students. ( 3 college credits, 1 high school credit)

Language Arts
Freshman English
Course description: Freshman English introduces students to the major genres, themes, and approaches that they will encounter throughout high school language arts. Activities, assignments, and thematic units will encourage students to make meaningful connections and to extend understanding beyond the text. They will read a balance of contemporary and classic works, short stories, essays, novels, dramas, and nonfiction that encourages them to look at the world from multiple perspectives. Students will improve their writing, reading, speaking, listening, and study skills.
Sophomore English
Course description: English 10 is designed to sharpen student’s research, reading, writing, listening, analytical, critical thinking and speaking skills. Students begin to explore universal ideas through the context of historical events combined with readings in drama, poetry, short stories, and the novel.  They will write for a variety of purposes and audiences.  Course content is meant to prepare students to master the ISAT test and to meet the Idaho Language Arts Content Standards.
Junior English
Course description: Students will explore what it means to be an American through the study of American thought, literature, and published letters.  Students will develop an awareness of the historical context of American literature and examine conflicts such as: individualism vs. conformity, materialism vs. spirituality, and personal desires vs. social responsibility.  Students will explore what constitutes American values and culture, and how they differ by region and how they have metamorphosed throughout our history.
Senior English
Course description: The course develops students as skilled readers and writers and exposes them to a variety of prose written in many periods, disciplines, and contexts.  Students taking the course gain an awareness of the importance of purpose, audience, and subject when approaching writing.  Narrative strategies are explored.  The course affords students the opportunity to read and write in a variety of forms—narrative, expository, creative, and argumentative.  Students gain mastery in the process of drafting, revising, editing, and polishing a piece of work.   They learn to demonstrate working knowledge of parts of speech, structural patterns, awareness of connotation, and shades of meaning.  They learn to synthesize material from diverse sources and to document formal APA research papers.    The culmination of the class is the completion of the Senior Research Experience.
College English Composition NNU Dual Credit (Eng 1020)
Prerequisites: Recommendations from 11th English teachers  
Course Description: Adapted from the CWI  syllabus for English Composition:   Regular reading and effective writing should be a part of every educated person’s professional and personal life.  Communicating effectively through formal, written English is a skill which takes time and practice to develop.  In the English Composition class, students will practice this skill by reading non-fiction works which demonstrate effective formal writing, writing and editing their own and other students’ essays, and participating in analysis activities and discussion in class.  Second semester will include completion of the Senior project, which is a graduation requirement of both Liberty and Victory high schools and the State of Idaho.  (3 college credits, 2 high school credits)
Foreign Language
Spanish I
Prerequisites: None
Course Description:  Spanish I is a yearlong introductory Spanish course.  Students learn the building blocks of foreign language learning and communication through reading, writing, listening, and speaking Spanish.  This course is geared towards students with limited or no Spanish language proficiency.  Students will experience a curriculum that establishes a firm vocabulary and grammar base for future Spanish classes.
SPANISH II NNU Dual Credit (Span 1010)2nd semester
Prerequisites: Spanish I or a minimum of an 80% on the Spanish II Entrance Exam
Course Description:  Spanish II is a yearlong course that continues the development of vocabulary and grammar through exercises in reading, writing, listening to, and speaking Spanish.  Spanish II is a college level Spanish course, giving students with at least sophomore status the opportunity to earn four (4) college credits upon successful completion of the second semester of the course.  
SPANISH III  NNU Dual Credit (Span 1020)2nd semester
Prerequisites: Spanish II
Course Description:  Spanish III is a yearlong college level Spanish course.  In this course, students begin to transition from a heavily vocabulary and grammar based curriculum towards functional usage of their knowledge base through classroom activities, exercises and applied settings.  Students focus on reading, writing, listening to, and speaking Spanish. Spanish III is a college level Spanish course, giving students the opportunity to earn four (4) college credits upon successful completion of the second semester of the course.  

SPANISH IV  NNU Dual Credit (Span 2010 and 2020)4 credits per semester
Prerequisites: Spanish III
Course Description:  Spanish IV is a college level applied topics course in Spanish.  It is comprised of two semester long courses in applied studies.  The first semester is a Spanish composition and literature class.  In this course, students read extensively in the Spanish language as well as develop the skills necessary to write proficiently in a second language.  Applied Spanish is stressed and most instruction is delivered in the target language.  The second semester has an oral production focus with emphasis placed on conversation, speech, and debate.  Students are assessed on their oral production of Spanish as they develop proficiency skills in conversational settings, formal speaking and formal debate.  Applied Spanish is stressed and most instruction is delivered in the target language.  As a college level class, students are eligible for four (4) college credits upon successful completion of each semester of this course, for a possible total of eight (8) college credits.
Health
This semester-long high school course establishes patterns of behavior that help you achieve complete health. This is accomplished by having a balance of physical, mental, social, and emotional well-being. Developing a healthy body and a healthy mind paves the way for active, productive, and successful lives. This is a State Required Class 
Unit 1: Health Basics
Unit 2: Mental Health
Unit 3: Nutrition
Unit 4: Consumer Health
Unit 5: Adolescence and Development
Unit 6: Alcohol, Tobacco, and Drugs
Unit 7: First Aid and CPR
Unit 8: Diseases and Disease Prevention


Life Skills
This class is geared toward 9th grade level. The focus includes developing effective personal habits including study skills, healthy nutrition, basic finance and budgeting, and CPR certification.




Social Sciences
*Western Civilization- CWI Dual Credit History 101/102
Prerequisites: Open to students in 10th – 12th grades.
Course Description: Students will examine the roots of Western civilization, explore the heritage that comprises the Western experience, and trace the development of those basic themes that constitute Western culture. First semester studies focus on the classical and medieval antecedents to modern Europe and culminate with the emergence of a distinctive, European civilization. Second semester includes thematic units that examine the core components of modern, Western culture.
United States History 10
Prerequisites: This is a required sophomore course.
Course Description: This one semester class offers a study of America's history from European exploration through the Election of 1844. An emphasis is placed on the causes and results of the American Revolution, the creation and implementation of the U.S. Constitution, the growth of American government and the rise of the American Western Frontier. This course focuses additionally includes a study of the nation's political and economic expansion, reform movements and growing sectional divisions. 

United States History 11
Prerequisites:  This is a required junior course.
Course Description: This year focus begins with study of the Civil War and concludes with the Election of 1992. Themes associated with this course are: Reconstruction, the Gilded Age with an emphasis on industrialization and urbanization, the dawn of the 20th century, the causes and aftermaths of the World Wars, Civil Rights Era reform, the Korean War, Vietnam Conflict and the social, political and economic challenges of the 1970s to the 1990s.  The class concludes with discussions of connecting historical knowledge with current American events. 
United States History CWI Dual Credit (History 111/112)
College US History 111
Course Description: This course examines United States History from it’s beginning to the Civil War. An emphasis will be placed on tracing the development of the American political system, economic institutions, and the US culture during the Colonial Period, the Age of Revolution, the National era, the Jacksonian period, and the Civil War. 
College US History 112
Prerequisites:  History 111
Course Description: This course examines important changes between 1865 and the present. An emphasis will be placed on tracing the development of the American political system, economic institutions, and the US culture during the Gilded Age, the Progressive Era, the Great depression, the World Wars, and the Cold War
American Government
Prerequisites:  This is a required senior course.
Course Description: This course is a study of the American political system and how it functions. American Government examines the fundamental political institutions of our nation and the governmental operations of the United States, both at home and abroad. Special emphasis is given to the role of citizens at the local, state, and national levels.

Economics
Prerequisites: This is a required senior course.
Course Description: This course examines the basic theories, structures, and operations of economics with special focus on the American free enterprise system. The study of economics includes the evolution of democracy, economic fundamentals and institutions, concepts of money, influences on economic systems, and personal finance.
Sociology CWI Dual Credit (Sociology 101)
Prerequisites:  Open to grades 10th – 12th.
Course Description: Sociology is the systematic study of human society. Therefore, we will be looking at the daily actions of human beings, how we socialize with one another, cultural patterns, and what happens when human beings break the norms that society developed over time.   

College Introduction to Psychology NNU Dual Credit ( Psyc 1550)
Prerequisites: Open to grades 10th – 12th. 
Course Description: Course introduces the field of psychology and its basic concepts, theories, research methods, and contributions to the understanding of human behavior. Topics include the nervous system, perception, motivation, learning and memory, social behavior, personality, developmental, and clinical psychology. The past and current theories and contributions of major psychologists are explored.  
Medical Terminology NNU Dual Credit
This course is designed to introduce the student to the fundamentals of medical
terminology. It includes word structure of basic medical, surgical, and diagnostic terms
and procedures, body parts and organs, selected medical specialties, and commonly
used medical abbreviations. Students will learn about the following systems:
integumentary, digestive, respiratory, cardiovascular, blood, lymphatic, immune,
musculoskeletal, urinary, reproductive, endocrine, and nervous. Students will gain an
understanding of the functions of each system, analyze related terms, identify abnormal
conditions, describe relevant laboratory tests and treatments and apply their new
knowledge to understanding medical terms in their proper contexts, such as medical
reports and records. This is a very self-directed, fast-paced class for online students,
which will provide you with the tools necessary to read, speak, and understand the
language of medicine in order to effectively communicate in a medical facility.

College Political Science BSU Dual Credit (Poli 101)
Prerequisites: Grade of   A in US History or teacher approval
Course Description: Political Science 101 is a one-semester , 2 credit class, looking at the development of our United States Government from its ideological foundations to current issues facing American citizens.  As a class we will travel beyond how our government simply works by attempting to look at the strengths and weaknesses of our system, the rights and responsibilities afford to us by our constitution and how our state fits in with our federal system.

Music
Choir
Course Description:
Concert choir focuses on basic music concepts including the development and improvement of voice quality, intonation, ability to read music, ability to sight-sing, and the overall development of musicianship.  These concepts are developed through the process of learning standard choral repertoire.  Students perform at a minimum of two concerts each year, as well as the District III Choral Festival.  Apart from these performances, students have many other opportunities to sing at athletic events, school functions and other community activities.  Students of all musical abilities are welcome to participate in choir.  
Advanced Jazz
 Prerequisites: Audition Only
Advanced jazz is an audition only class that develops students’ understanding of the jazz idiom.  This is a vocal jazz group that has a rhythm section accompaniment (piano, drums, bass, and guitar).  It is not a jazz band.  Students should have prior musical experience in order to participate in this group.  Students learn key elements of jazz history, theory and performance.  Students perform at a minimum of three concerts each year, as well as a jazz festival as determined by the director.  Apart from these performances, students have opportunities to perform at various school functions and other community activities.  

Band
Course Description:
The Liberty Band is an after school course (2:05pm – 2:45pm).  High school students who enroll are eligible for one (1) high school credit if they meet the class requirements for the entire year.  The Liberty Band caters to beginning and intermediate players.  First quarter is required for all students new to their instrument.  Students with prior instrumental experience will join the group after the October break for 2nd quarter and the rest of the academic year.  During the first semester of band, students focus their studies on pep band music.  Students will perform at varsity basketball games throughout January and February.  The second semester of band focuses on jazz studies.  Students play at the spring music concert and graduation ceremonies for both Liberty and Victory.  
History of Rock and Roll
Prerequisites: None
History of Rock and Roll is a semester-long course.  The course covers the origins and development of popular music focusing on Rock and Roll.  Students familiarize themselves with musical genres, fundamental elements of music, landmark groups, influential social/political movements and their correlations to music.  Students learn to evaluate how rock music defined culture and established the foundations of popular music today.  Students are required to complete listening, reading, and writing assignments as a part of this course.

World Music
Prerequisites: None
World Music is a semester-long course that focuses on introducing students to the music of the world’s cultures, emphasizing the diversity and the uniqueness of each.  Students familiarize themselves with musical concepts that are unique to individual cultures as well as those that are shared among many cultures.  Students explore instrumentation, musical styles, geography, and cultural and sociological concepts across the globe.   
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Graphic Design (Digital Media Design)
This course is an exploration of the creative potential, nature and use of computer imaging, typography, layout and design programs as an artist’s tool.  It will provide an opportunity for students to acquire and develop skills needed to create various types of computer generated work through their interactions with software, Internet and various input output devices.

Art (Comprehensive Art)
This course introduces students to Elements of Art and Principles of Design while developing drawing skills, painting techniques, and exploring 3D materials and techniques. Studio experiences in the classroom will give students opportunities to use a variety of media (graphite, pen and ink, charcoal, chalk and oil pastels, acrylic paint, watercolor) while developing student’s individual style and creative problem-solving skills.  For the 2nd half of the year students will learn about 3D concepts and the use of sculptural materials that are involved in the creation and appreciation of functional and non-functional form. A variety of sculptural media techniques will be explored including (wire, plaster, cardboard, found materials and more).  Students will demonstrate their ability to respond, analyze and to interpret their own artwork and the work of others through discussions, critiques, and writings. Students will be introduced to historical and contemporary artists with each new project.



Yearbook (publication Production)
In this course students will gain skills in one or more of the following areas: page design, advanced publishing techniques, copy writing, editing and photography while producing a creative innovative yearbook which records school memories and events. There is an emphasis on journalism skill in this class. Participants gain useful, real world skills in time management, marketing, teamwork, and design principles.
Architecture
Students will be introduced to a new program called SketchUp Pro; with this program students will learn about architecture. Students will learn that architectural drawing is a communication skill and as such is vital for the inception, development and communication of ideas related to residential, commercial, industrial and civil construction. As current resources change, so must our ability to construct habitations that meet our basic human need. Students will gain experience in drawing skills as a predesign for each project.
Digital Photography
This course will help students become well rounded in the fundamentals of digital photography. The following areas of instruction will be emphasized: How cameras work, how compensation works, how to communicate through photography, focal length, lighting, exposure, ISO, aperture, shutter speed, using camera on manual mode as well as auto mode and photo editing software. Students will receive basic instruction, demonstration, and see examples of desired outcomes at the introduction of each new project. Critiques will be held on photos students have taken.





Drama
Drama - Intro to Theatre	 
This course is an overview to the world of acting on the stage.  Students will learn basic theatre terminology while performing in a variety of performance genres with the overall goal of creating confidence when in front of an audience.  This is a performance based class and students will be performing on stage from day one.  Acting genres will include: pantomime, ensemble performance, monologue performance, Children’s theatre, Shakespeare and improvisation.


Advanced Drama
This course builds on the skills from Intro by focusing on four different aspects of theatre. This is a performance based class in which students will continue to build acting skills acquired in Intro to Theatre through higher levels of coaching/directing, performance material.  This course runs on a two year cycle where each semester focuses on a different area of performance:
1. Early Theatre- students read and perform pieces starting with the Greeks and moving up to the 1800’s
1. Improvisational theatre- the art of creating in the moment
1. Children’s theater- students delve deeper into this style of acting and eventually produce a short play for the Elementary students at Liberty and Victory.
1. Modern theatre- picking up in the early 1900’s students read and perform classic pieces from more modern playwrights like Arthur Miller, Larry Shue, Neil Simon, etc.

Play Production: NNU Dual Credit (Comm2120)
This college credit, year-long class is intended for the serious drama student who wishes to experience the whole collaborative experience that is the theatre.  This course is broken into two focuses over the two semesters:
Semester 1: Theory:  Students will discover the world behind the scenes by studying the roles of the Director, the Stage Manager, the Costume designer, the Scene designer, the Makeup designer and the Publicity designer in theatrical production.  Students will complete a portfolio of work that becomes their introduction to college theatre programs in the future.
Semester 2: Practicum: Students put the theory of first semester into practice as they produce a full length play for the community.  This Semester will require scheduled time outside of class for tech rehearsals as well as final dress rehearsals and performances.      


Electives
 Business Software Applications I A  CWI Dual Credit
This course is designed to introduce students to the use of industry standard computer applications used for solving business problems. Career awareness, employment skills, and contextualized business problems represent the theme of the course. Topics include an introduction to operating systems and file management; the use of word processing software for purposes of creating basic business documents; the use of spreadsheet software for storing data and solving mathematically based problems; and the use of presentation software to support the delivery of effective presentations. Students can earn MOS Certifications 
Business Software Applications II  CWI Dual Credit
A course designed to build on the skills and knowledge established in Business Computer Applications I. Information and data management, retrieval, merging, and presentation represent the framework of the course. Topics include an introduction to database applications, the use of word processing software for creating complex business documents and reports, and the use of spreadsheet software for solving mathematically based problems involving business finance. Students have the opportunity to earn Advanced MOS Certifications. 
Web Design I –
 Introduction to HTML A course designed to allow students to develop Web pages utilizing HTML, basic web coding. This course is an entry-level course intended as a prerequisite for advanced Web design courses. This course is designed to provide students with vocabulary and concepts required to develop a Website. Students will be introduced to industry standard Web design software and be ready to advance to Web Design II, where students will use advanced Web authoring tools.

Sports & Entertainment Marketing
 A course designed to allow students to develop an understanding of the concepts and theories that apply to sports and entertainment marketing. This course covers basic marketing concepts such as target marketing and segmentation, sponsorship, event management/marketing, promotions, sponsorship proposals, and implementation of sports and entertainment marketing plans. 
Principles of Promotion
 A course designed to provide students with an understanding of basic marketing principles and strategies used to promote products and services that satisfy customers’ needs and wants. The course will focus on identifying and analyzing principles of product benefits and features, advertising strategies, promotion/display, store layout, and personal selling

CC Personal Finance CWI Dual Credit (FINA 1020)
Personal Finance is a course that will cover an extensive range of issues relating to common financial decisions faced by consumers. Students should plan to keep up and be ready to move quickly over many subjects. This is a concurrent enrollment course through NNU for 3 credits. 

As with most decisions, financial decisions involve trade-offs that are not only based in sound financial decision-making processes, but also in preferences—preferences regarding lifestyle, preferences for risk, and preferences for meeting goal time-tables. 

All financial activity involves a virtually endless series of decision points, the outcome of which will ultimately determine the success or failure of an individual’s personal financial situation.   Principles and processes, whether recognized or unrecognized, defined or undefined, will control the decision-making process. Individuals should be prepared to encounter and manage the decision-making process in a manner which reflects their positional obligations to spouses, heirs, employers, and others who derive an interest from their financial affairs.   

This course will approach the issue of personal finance via two assumptions: (a) that life, time, talents, and financial resources are all ultimately gifts from God, and (b), managing personal finances is, therefore, an act of stewardship, not an exercise in the rights of ownership.  
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
