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Attendance/Enrollment Procedures
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In accordance with the McKinney-Vento Homeless Education Act, Daleville City Schools will work with families to determine whether the school of origin or school of local attendance is the best placement option for the student in question. Students who are eligible for McKinney-Vento will be immediately enrolled (and/or remain enrolled) in the school requested by the parent/guardian/student pending a placement decision by Daleville City Schools. If Daleville City Schools determines that the school that is selected for enrollment does not meet the best interest needs of the student, the parent will be informed of the decision in writing, along with an explanation of the decision. The parent will be given 15 working days to respond to the decision and/or make alternate arrangements for school enrollment. Families will also be informed of the Daleville City Schools McKinney-Vento Dispute/Grievance Procedures and will be provided with a written copy of the procedures and timeline. 








Daleville City Schools 
McKinney-Vento Dispute Resolution Policy

If a dispute arises concerning enrollment of a student considered homeless, the following procedures shall be enacted:

1. The student shall be enrolled immediately in the school requested by the parent/guardian/unaccompanied youth, pending resolution of the dispute. Assistance will be provided in this process by the school district homeless liaison.

2. The parent, guardian, or unaccompanied youth must be provided with a written explanation of the school’s decision regarding school selection or enrollment, including the right of the parent, guardian, or youth to appeal the decision any time the student is denied enrollment in a requested school.

3. The student/parent/guardian will be provided with a copy of the Daleville City Schools Grievance Procedures. 

4. The child, youth, parent or guardian must be referred to the school district liaison, who will carry out the dispute resolution process as quickly as possible.

5. The student/parent may appeal the decision of Daleville City Schools by following the Alabama State Department of Education’s Dispute Resolution Policy. The school district liaison will provide assistance with this appeal. The decision of the State Superintendent shall be final.



















McKinney-Vento Grievance Procedures
 (see Daleville City Board of Education, Policy Manual, Policy 6.40.1) 
 The Board is committed to the task of maintaining the highest possible level of professional relations among members of the school community and the school system and of maintaining good morale among employees. Grievances and problems which may arise from time to time should be resolved at the lowest possible level that provides equitable and satisfactory solutions. The goal is to encourage the best possible relations among employees and to enhance morale. Persons who may become concerned in grievance matters are urged to work together constructively in a sincere effort to resolve their disagreements. The Superintendent is authorized to develop specific procedures that will provide for fair consideration and orderly review of such complaints and grievances. Such procedures will not unreasonably burden or delay the presentation or processing of the complaint or grievance and will be subject to review and approval by the Superintendent. Administrative judgments concerning academic or curricular matters or participation in extracurricular activities may be set aside by the Board only upon a showing that the action or decision in question is arbitrary and capricious, fundamentally unfair, or that it violates Board policy or the students' legal rights. 
Procedures 
Each level of the procedure shall be observed in the manner herein stated. If an emergency situation necessitates an exception to the rule, the grievance shall be expedited under the supervision of the Superintendent in as near ordinary manner as may be possible. 
A. Step One Informal Conference with Supervisor 
The aggrieved shall call attention to the grievance by discussing the problem with the immediate supervisor. The objective of this conference shall be to resolve the issue informally to the satisfaction of both parties. 
B. Step Two Written Appeal to the Superintendent 
If, as a result of the informal proceedings, the matter is not resolved to the satisfaction of both parties, the grievance shall be set forth in writing by the aggrieved to the Superintendent (within 10 days). 
C. Step Three Written Appeal to the Board of Education 
If the aggrieved is not satisfied with the decision rendered by the Superintendent, he may appeal to the Board of Education by setting forth his grievance in writing (within 10 days of the Superintendent’s decision). A copy of the grievance procedure may be obtained at the Principal’s Office of any Daleville City School. The Daleville City Board of Education’s Decision shall be final. 

Miscellaneous Provisions 
Time Lines:  It shall be understood that the timelines imposed at each level and step shall be strictly enforced, and unless the appeal is made within the time allotted, the grievance shall be deemed to have been settled and the student shall have no further right of appeal with the said grievance.
