REGISTERING FOR THE ACT
 
1. Go to ACT.org and scroll down to the “sign in” section
2. After signing in, you’ll be brought to a welcome page. Fill out the questions about your high school.
      A. Search for your high school by the zip code. Raytown’s zipcode is 64133.
      B. Select Raytown High School and your graduation year. 
3. Click “Register for the ACT” and “Begin registering” 
4. Click “Testing in the U.S.” 
5. Click “No, none needed”
A. click “Yes, Accoms/support needed” if you have an IEP through your high school that allows you to have accommodations such as extended testing time or to be tested in a separate room. If English is your second language, then you are also eligible for accommodations. 
6. Choose “Full ACT, NO WRITING”
7. Select the month you would like to take the ACT test, and which school you would like to take the test at. Then click “add to cart” 
8. If you receive free or reduced lunch at the high school, you should contact your counselor or college adviser to ask about an ACT waiver. This will cover the cost of the $55 test fee. 
A. If you do not receive free and reduced lunch at the high school, then click “proceed to check out”
8. You do not need to purchase any of the additional material, so scroll down and click “save and continue”
9. The next page will ask you to upload a photo. You can do this by uploading a picture from the computer you are registering on, or you can download the ACT photo app, then you can sign in on the app and take a picture from your phone. 
10. Select “I am registering myself”
11. Select your gender, and fill out the information regarding your race/ethnicity, language, parent’s level of education and if you are left-handed or right-handed.
12. Select “no thanks” for the Educational Opportunity Service and then click “save and continue” 
13. For the next couple of questions you should click (from left to right)
A. Public School 
B. 200-399
C. 12 (or 11 if you are a junior)
D. Other or general 
E. If you would like to know your class rank you can email your counselor or college adviser, or just guess on what you think your class rank is. 
F. If you would like to know your current GPA you can email your counselor or college adviser, or just guess on what you think your GPA is. 
14. For the pop-up notification about High School Courses and Grades, scroll down and click “Got it” 
15. Fill out the information regarding what classes you have taken (if you don’t know, you can just guess) and the grade you received in that class (again you can just guess) 
16. On the “Get Help Paying for College” Section:
A. Select “Yes” to I expect to apply for financial aid to help pay for college 
B. Leave all the other questions blank and click “save and continue”
17. Skip the Possible Career and Major section and click “save and continue” 
18. Skip the Your Needs and Interest at College section and click “save and continue” 
19. Skip the Finding the Right College section and click “save and continue” 
20. This section gives you the option of sending your scores to a college of your choice. 
A. If you have some colleges in mind, then go ahead and click “List all by US State” and then select the state your college is in, then select your college. 
B. You can select up to four colleges per test for free. Any more you will have to pay for them. 
C. If you don’t know what colleges to send them to, then you can skip this section and click “save and continue” 
21. You can skip the Preferences section and click “save and continue” 
22. Scroll all the way through the terms and conditions then check the “I understand…” box.
23. Enter your payment information
