STEPS TO CREATE COLLEGE BOARD ACCOUNT
1. Go to studentscores.collegeboard.org
It will say sign in or sign up.  You will choose Sign Up if you don’t have a College Board Account. (If you have an account, sign in and go to your PSAT scores, then skip to step 5. If you have forgotten your username or password, you can have an email sent to recover it.)
2. Choose “I am a student”
3. Fill in requested information.

·  Username and Password: BE SURE you write down your username and password, or put it in your ‘notes’ on your phone.  
· Tips to creating your user name: 1st try your first and last name.  If not, try your first name and middle name and/or add a number.

· Address is your home address (no need to fill in Address Line 2)
· [bookmark: termsField]Parent Information: If you do not know either of your parent’s email leave this blank just make sure you don’t check the parent newsletter or email boxes.  
· Make sure you check the box:   I agree with the Terms & Conditions.
4. Once you see your Dashboard, click “PSAT/NMSAT, PSAT10, PSAT 8/9 Scores.”

5. You should either see scores (go to step 8), or a page that says “Don’t See Scores?”  -click the blue link that says “Matching Tool”
6. You may be asked to login again. You will probably have to provide your access code which is located on the front page of your paper score report or your counselor will have the code for you in the online roster report.

7. Login to your College Board Account and view your PSAT scores. Click on the yellow “View Details” box. Scroll a short way down the page and click any blue link that says “Khan Academy”
8. You will be taken to the Khan Academy Official SAT (satpractice.org) practice site. Click “Start Practicing” Fill in your birth date, or if you already have an account, sign in.   
9. On the next screen click sign up with email or sign in with Google
10. Your Username and password can be the same as your College Board Account

11. It will ask you if you have taken a PSAT test, click “A- yes…” if you have or “B-no…” if not
12. Then it will ask if you want to sign in to College Board to link, “A –Sign in…”
