Last October, we surveyed all students asking for their input about Student Supports and Environment and Student Competency and Well-Being. 

The purpose of the survey: Why are we collecting this data?  How is it being used in the district?  

1. We want to understand our students through a neural lens. The survey gives us insight to their self-perception, grades 3-12. Do they recognize their own strengths, feel self-confident, manage stress or have the ability to self-regulate related to impulse control.  
 
2. For example: October 2022 data shows “How much students feel they are valued members of the school community (aka Sense of Belonging).”  This is important information for us to build our programs for students and provide professional development with staff.
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Are parents notified and do they have the option to opt out?  Parents are notified and samples of the surveys are available to them at (https://www.eagles.edu/for_families___students/social_emotional_learning). 

Students may choose to skip some questions; however, the primary categories are “Student Supports and Environment” and “Student Competency and Well-Being”. 
The Brain Basis for Social- Emotional Learning Also Supports Academic Learning. Throughout life, and to an extraordinary degree in young people, the brain develops differently based on opportunities to engage actively and safely with rich and meaningful environments, social relationships and ideas. 
Students sharing their perceptions of their learning environments and strengths guides us in our district goals and presents critical opportunity and responsibility for education.

The survey links and directions will be sent to all teachers on Tuesday morning, 5/30. Completion of the survey will take 10-15 minutes.
