a. Bridge-1st semester tuition, based on having met high school requirements. Amounts vary by college.
b. Lottery-2nd semester tuition for a total of 7 consecutive semesters, based on 2.5 gpa and 12 credit hours( 4 classes) for Community College and 2.5gpa and 15 credit hours (5 classes) for Universities.
