The 2019 School Safety Grant was approved for a security officer at Caston.  The Fulton County Council approved for a deputy to be hired; we will have his service 70%, Fulton County 30%.  

Beth Howard recommended that the board hold an executive session for discussion of personnel on August 1, 2018.  Mrs. Douglass stated that a public board meeting would be advertised to take care of any last minute personnel needs prior to the start of school on that same evening at 6:30, and then the executive session could be held immediately following this meeting.
