Mrs. Cindy Douglass, Superintendent reviewed the proposed budgets and tax levies for the General, Rainy Day, Capital Projects, Bus Replacement, Transportation and Debt Service Funds.  Additionally the CPF Plan and the Bus Replacement Plan were presented.  No comments or concerns were expressed by the public at the hearing.

Celebrations:
· The top ten freshman students at Indiana University Kokomo were awarded more then $150,000 in merit awards for academic excellence.  Two of those ten students were Caston graduates Samuel Rhymer and Kyler Spencer.  Congratulations to these recent Caston Alumni members for their success in their post secondary educational programs!
· High School Social Studies teacher, Vincent Huffman, was nominated this year by Judge Thomas Perrone to participate in a one-day workshop hosted by the Indiana Supreme Court with the Indiana Historical Society.  This workshop is designed to help educators learn more about the courts, enhance their teaching tools, and improve their knowledge of Indiana history and government.  Vince is one of 60 educators statewide that will have the opportunity to attend a Supreme Court oral argument KS&E Sports, et al. v. Dwayne H. Runnels, conduct research in the law library, tour the State House, and hear about various court initiatives.  He will also tour the Eugene & Marilyn Glick Indiana History Center.
