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All KES Pre-K, Kindergarten, and First Grade students will participate in our reading program titled “Read for Wiley.”   (Wiley the Wildcat wants all our students to be strong readers).  This program is designed to encourage students to read both at school and at home and for families and friends in addition to teachers to take an active interest in their reading growth.  These are the rules for the program:
1. Books may be read by students (or read to or with students by teachers, family members, or friends).  
2. Two separate “Read for Wiley” list forms will be provided for use: a “Classroom Read for Wiley” form for books read during class/at school and a “Home Read for Wiley” form for books read at home. A master copy of each is provided here and are also available to print at any time from the elementary library webpage under “files.”
3. If students do not have a Read for Wiley form at home, any type of paper may be used, as long as the following information is included: student name, teacher, grade, titles of 10 books read, “read at home” at the top of the list, and parent signature.  The list will not be valid if the above information is incomplete.   
4. Children often have one or more favorite stories—it is ok to list a book more than once if it has been read more than once. If a chapter book is read, list EACH chapter as a SEPARATE entry.  Also, ten Bible verses will count as a “book” on the list.
5. Parents send “home” lists to school with children, and teachers will make sure that they are turned in to the library. Your student’s individual progress will be tallied and kept by the librarian.

Rewards for “Read for Wiley”:
Students will pick a prize from the library treasure chest for each classroom or home list turned in; however, only “Home” lists will count toward end of year certificates, T-shirts, and reading medals.  Awards are given as follows:  

150 or more books (15 lists of 10 books)  = certificate
300 or more books (30 lists of 10 books) = T-shirt
500 or more books (50 lists of 10 books) = medal 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The last day to turn in Read for Wiley Lists is Friday, April 21, 2023.  This will allow time to order T-shirts, medals, and print award certificates for Awards Day.
