Reviewing comma use in compound sentences:

Remember:

When two independent clauses are joined by a coordinating conjunction to form a compound sentence, a comma is needed before the coordinating conjunction. 

Important:

Not all conjunctions join two simple sentences (independent clauses). 
If a FANBOY is not joining two simple sentences, then do not use a comma 
(unless it’s part of a list or series).
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Examples of the Comma Rule: 

Jordan broke his arm, so he had to go to the hospital.
My dog chased a rabbit around the yard, but he couldn’t catch it.

Amelia opened her locker and grabbed her books for class. 
Jessica ordered stuffed mushrooms, a spinach salad, and a slice of pepperoni pizza.
