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MyMealTime Online Account Enrollment Process (For Parents)

It’s here! We are excited to announce MyMealTime. La Pryor ISD parents now have the option to make school lunch deposits, pay fees, and manage cafeteria accounts from anywhere on any device! View transaction history, account balances, and reports of account statements. Receive low balance alerts through a text message and be able to respond quickly.

Under normal circumstances, money deposited online is available for use within 5 minutes. Currently the minimum deposit is $20 and does carry a 4.9% convenience fee.  Example, $20 would charge a $0.98 fee. 

The option to bring a check or cash to cafeteria will still be available should you choose to do so.

Before you start you must have:

· An internet enabled device

· Your student’s school ID (Lunch Number)

· A Credit/Debit card for payment

Follow these steps to add a student to your management profile

1. From any internet connected device (computer, phone, tablet, etc.) visit https://www.mymealtime.com/ in a web browser.

2. Press the Register button, a pop up will ask for your (parent) date of birth. Read and accept Terms and Conditions.

3. Fill out the form with your (parent) information and profile creation, take note of your Username and Password to be able to log in at a later time.

4. On the home screen of your profile, press the Add Student button. Press the New button. Select Texas for State, and type either La Pryor Elementary or La Pryor High School for the school name, depending on which school your student attends. Enter your Student’s ID and their first name. Repeat these steps for any other student accounts you wish to manage.

5. Your home screen will now have your student’s account balance as well as their transaction history. Money can be added, through the Add $ button, as a one-time transaction or a scheduled deposit with the option to set up an automatic deposit. Select a preset deposit amount or specify a custom amount to add, Go to Checkout. Payment method must be added and you can choose to either save it for future purchases or single one time use.

6. Please confirm balance update.

Your profile can further be managed in the settings menu to adjust your payment methods, profile account settings, as well as a visual theme.
