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HB4545 Accelerated Instruction Plan 

HB4545 Notification 
	Given the disruptions of the 2020-2021 school year, the Texas Legislature has given parents new rights to help support their children. House Bill 4545, signed on June 16, 2021, provides additional learning opportunities for students who did not meet standards on the STAAR exam. One of those learning supports is extra tutoring. 

ETCHS Tutorials 
	ETCHS school day is from 7:30 AM- 3:00 PM. For students required to participate in HB 4545 tutorials, they will complete tutorials from 2:15 PM-3:00 PM, Monday - Thursday. Any student performing satisfactorily on all STAAR exams, will be released at 2:00 PM. Participation in tutorials is mandatory and subject to the same compulsory attendance laws as school attendance. 

Parent/Student Contract 
	Any student requiring HB 4545 tutorials, will be required to fill out a contract agreeing to attend tutorials as scheduled by ETCHS. Both parents and students will sign and turn in to the teacher responsible for the tutorials. 

Special Education 
For students served by special education, the ARD committee serves as the Accelerated Learning Committee for students who did not perform satisfactorily on the STAAR End of Course exams. The ARD committee must meet to address the student’s need for accelerated instruction and meet all of the requirements for HB 4545. Decisions made by the ARD will be documented in writing. 	

Section 504
	Students served under the Section 504 are subject to the same general education requirements for compulsory tutorial attendance. 
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
