Student Attendance

Attendance is a key factor in student achievement and therefore, students are expected to be present each day school is in session.

Board Policy states:
Absences shall be classified as either excused or unexcused as determined by the principal/designee. Excused absences shall include: 
1. Personal illness (After 3 consecutive days, or repeated absences, a note from a physician may be required); 
2. Illness of immediate family member (After 3 consecutive days, or repeated absences, a note from a physician may be required); 
3. Death in the family; 
4. Extreme weather conditions; 
5. Religious observances; 
6. College visits; 
7. Pregnancy; 
8. School sponsored or school endorsed activities; 
9. Summons, subpoena, or court order; or 
10. Circumstances which in the judgment of the principal create a necessity for the absence and have been pre-approved 

All absences must be verified by a note immediately upon the student returning to school. Doctor notes are preferred. Parent notes may not exceed 10 for the school year.

In accordance with State Law 49-6-3007, any student with five (5) or more unexcused absences is considered truant and should be referred to the attendance committee. A meeting will be scheduled, and the committee will meet with the parent to develop a plan of correction. 
When a student accumulates ten (10) unexcused attendance events, the student will be referred to Juvenile Court for Truancy. 
**The number of unexcused tardies or unexcused early dismissals from school will contribute to the total number of unexcused school days which will be included in filing truancy. The accumulation of (8) eight unexcused tardies or unexcused dismissals from school will be equal to (1) one unexcused school day.
Truancy will be filed when the student reaches ten (10) unexcused absences.
