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Purpose
Oakland Schools is putting the following safety and health practices and measures in place at its Oakland Schools Technical Campuses (“Campuses”) as a part of its plan to prevent the spread of communicable diseases to students and employees. These safety, health practices and measures are based upon applicable State of Michigan, Oakland County, U.S. Department of Health and Human Services Center for Disease Control and Prevention (“CDC”), and U.S. Department of Labor’s Occupational Safety and Health Administration (“OSHA”) requirements and/or recommendations, as related to building and personal safety and security and any other applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations. This document supersedes all previous versions, it is still subject to change based on further information provided by or promulgated by the aforementioned entities and/or public officials. Oakland Schools also reserves the right to amend this document based on operational needs.
Whenever a physician has diagnosed a Student or Employee as having a communicable disease, the Student or Employee is expected to voluntarily report the diagnosis and nature of the disease to the Public Health Nurse Consultant email OSTCnurse@oakland.k12.mi.us. A Student or Employee with a communicable disease that is deemed a threat to public health by the Oakland County Health Division may be required to withdraw from active employment or school for the duration of the illness in order to give maximum health protection to other Students and Employees. A Student or Employee with a communicable disease will be restricted only to the extent necessary to prevent the transmission of the disease, protect the person's health and privacy rights, and protect the health and safety of others.
 
All Employees shall maintain the strictest confidence of an individual's status to the extent permitted without compromising the health and safety of other individuals. A Student or Employee with a communicable disease has all rights, privileges, and services as provided by law and District policies.
Employees shall follow the protocols in the Oakland Schools Employee Communicable Disease Guide.

[bookmark: _csry9csl47te]• Letter: The approved Oakland Schools Technical Campuses Communicable Disease Campus Safety Protocols (“Campus Safety Protocols”) will be sent to parents/guardians (“Parents”) of enrolled OSTC students.
• Exposure Letter: Oakland Schools Technical Campuses will continue to follow the guidance from the Oakland County Health Division. If warranted, a campus designee will email staff, parents, and students of positive communicable disease cases.
• School Messenger: Oakland Schools may communicate immediate changes to Campus Safety Protocols to Parents using School Messenger.
• Campus Signage, Exterior Campus Signage, Corridor TV Monitors: will communicate Campus Protocols if there are any changes. 
[bookmark: _tsgzy4fres37]Staying Home When Sick 
[bookmark: _5g9amnmyvj9i]There are many communicable diseases that can spread quickly such as but not limited to: Covid-19, Influenza A & B, Respiratory Syncytial Virus (RSV) and Gastrointestinal Infections (Stomach Flu). Staying home when sick is the best way to prevent the spread of any communicable disease.  
If your student is displaying any of these symptoms, best practice to stay home when ill:    
· Fever (of 101.0 degrees F or higher or feeling feverish) and trouble breathing: The student should not return until 24 hours fever free, without the use of fever-reducing medications. Note: If there is influenza-like-activity or COVID-19-like-activity in the school or in the community, criteria would also include a temperature over 100.4°F and respiratory symptoms (e.g., cough, sore throat)
· Severely ill: A student that is lethargic or less responsive, has difficulty breathing, or has a rapidly spreading rash.
· Rash: The student with a rash AND has a fever or a change in behavior. Exclude until the rash subsides or until a healthcare provider has determined it is not infectious.
· Abdominal pain: A student with abdominal pain that continues for more than two hours, or intermittent pain associated with fever or other symptoms.
· Nausea or vomiting (2x in a 24-hour period). The student should have no vomiting episodes for 24 hours prior to returning. Exception: A healthcare provider has determined it is not infectious. 
· Diarrhea (2x in a 24-hour period) The student should have no loose stools for 24 hours prior to returning to school. Exception: A healthcare provider has determined it is not infectious.
· Skin sores: A child with weeping sores on an exposed area that cannot be covered with waterproof dressing.
· Certain communicable diseases: Children and staff diagnosed with certain communicable diseases, including COVID-19, may have to be excluded for a certain period of time.

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Students who report to Campus with symptoms or exhibit symptoms (see page 2, Staying Home When Sick) during the school day will be separated from others, and will be given a face mask until they can be transported home, or to an off-site facility by their parent, emergency contact, or ambulance if clinically unstable. The Dean’s Designee may review the symptoms of a student with the designated Oakland Schools’ Nurse to determine the course of action for the student to receive appropriate care.  
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The criteria for return to Campus will be based on the current Oakland County Communicable Disease Reference Chart, please contact OSTC nurse ostcnurse@oakland.k12.mi.us  for guidance. 
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Report a positive COVID-19 result to your OSTC campus and email OSTCnurse@oakland.k12.mi.us 
 • Isolate at home for days 0-5 (day “0” is day symptoms begin or day test was taken for those without symptoms), AND 
• If symptoms have improved or no symptoms developed, return to school, while wearing a well-fitted mask for days 6-10 
OR Stay home for days 0-10 if unwilling/unable to wear a mask 
If you have a fever, stay home until you are fever free for a period of 24 hours without the use of fever reducing medications. 
• Students, teachers and staff who test positive for COVID-19 and/or display COVID-19 symptoms should be isolated regardless of vaccination status.
• Upon identifying any instances of a student(s) requiring isolation, the Campus Operations Supervisor or those assisting with COVID-19 operations will contact those affected students.
[bookmark: _tanvotc7jta8]Student Tests Positive for any other communicable disease
Report a communicable disease case to OSTCnurse@oakland.k12.mi.us or call your OSTC campus
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Field trips are an extension of OSTC programs. Students and Staff are required to follow the protocols of the visiting organization.
If a student displays symptoms during a field trip, the Supervisor, Employee/ Dean’s Designee will remain with the student until the student’s parent(s) arrives to pick up the student at the field trip location.  It is recommended the symptomatic student wear a mask if able to do so. A student’s refusal or failure to comply with the OSTC Communicable Disease Safety Protocols may result in a denial to participate in the field trip and/or impact the student’s participation in future field trips. Oakland Schools reserves the right to cancel or interrupt or postpone a field trip when in the judgment of the Superintendent and such acts are necessary for the health, safety and welfare of the students and employees.
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The Dean, Campus Operations Supervisor, OSTC Nurse, or Designee, are those responsible for implementing, monitoring, reporting, and managing Communicable Diseases in School. PPE Distribution (available for free upon request in the Campus Main Office).
Face Mask: The CDC states, people may choose to mask at any time. Per the CDC, MDHHS and OCHD, it is recommended to wear a mask when:
· Displaying symptoms of COVID-19
· Exposed to COVID-19
· Returning to work or school on day 6 after a positive COVID-19 test result until day 10. 
Hand Hygiene: Schools are recommended to teach and reinforce frequent hand washing with soap and water for at least 20 seconds. If soap and water are not readily available, hand sanitizer that contains at least 60% alcohol may be used. Practicing good hand hygiene should be encouraged throughout the school day. Remember to wash your hands when:
 • Upon arrival at school
• Before and after meals and snacks 
• After going to the bathroom 
• After blowing nose, sneezing, or coughing into tissue
• Before leaving for the day 
• When hands are visibly soiled
Isolation Room: A designated COVID-19 isolation room or area has been identified on each Campus.
Fresh Air: The energy management system has been programmed to maximize outside air exchange based on outside air temperature to ensure maximum fresh air into the building.
Filtration: Filtration in building heating, ventilation, and air conditioning (HVAC) systems can be a part of an overall risk mitigation approach. When used along with infection control measures, they can mitigate the spread of COVID-19. HVAC filters have been upgraded and HVAC systems are inspected four times per year.
High Health Risk Students: Parents should contact their OSTC Dean, Campus Operations Supervisor, or OSTC Nurse to discuss the students health or medical condition in which to implement accommodations to reduce students health risks.
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Employees will adhere to the Oakland Schools Board of Education policies and administrative rules governing student records and confidentiality to prevent the disclosure of protected health information of students and other employees.
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
