Rationale: 

The Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) State Plan Addendum was submitted and approved by the United States Education Department (USED) for school identification requirements for the 2021-2022 school year. Identification for Targeted Support and Improvement in the fall of 2022 will be based on 2021-2022 school year data only. The KDE will not be identifying any new schools for Additional Targeted Support and Improvement (ATSI) this fall, but schools that were identified prior to the COVID-19 pandemic and did not meet the established exit criteria will continue to be identified and supported.

Upon identification, TSI and ATSI schools must revise their Comprehensive School Improvement Plan (CSIP) to include components of turnaround leadership development and support, the identification of critical resource inequities, evidence-based interventions, and any additional actions that address the causes of consistently underperforming subgroups of students. Revised CSIPs must be approved by the local board of education. Local Educational Agencies (LEAs [the district]) must monitor and provide support to TSI/ATSI schools.
