7.2. Early Childhood Academy, Stephanie Lyons, Principal - Update on programs   

Discussion: 

Mrs. Lyons introduced herself as the new Director at The Academy, with twenty-three and one-half years in the district.  She introduced Kelly Smallwood, Early Childhood Education Specialist, who was present with her.

Mrs. Lyons presented a power point and spoke about the newly-revised Mission Statement.  She spoke about the Fall and Winter TSG Assessment data and the excellent growth at the halfway point in the year as highlighted on the power point.  She spoke about the program highlights such as Open House, Policy Council meetings, Volunteer opportunities, Halloween Bash, Festival of Trees, etc.

She talked about how the district Kindergarten teachers spoke about the Head Start/Preschool program and what impact this program has on the students attending Head Start/Preschool as entering Kindergarten in comparison of those who do not attend.

She advised about new initiatives, stating one is the Pyramid Model that is being implemented through a partnership with the Ashland Regional Training Center with Stacey Stevens, a program endorsed by the Department of Education and National and State Head Start.

She stated in June of 2022, the Office of Early Childhood released new Preschool Standards and the staff chose to adopt Creative Curriculum to better align with the standards.

She advised the board of some upcoming events and invited them to attend or visit the school anytime.  She concluded by thanking the Board for allowing her this time to speak about the program.
