Specific course topics will include shop safety practices, measuring, introduction to oxy welding and cutting, introduction to arc welding, introduction to MIG welding, electricity, plumbing and basic woodworking.

· Demonstrate ability to produce high quality flat beads using oxy-acetylene, arc, and MIG welding systems
· Demonstrate ability to produce high quality butt welds using oxy-acetylene, arc, and MIG welding systems
· Demonstrate ability to produce high quality horizontal fillet welds using oxy-acetylene, arc, and MIG welding systems
· Demonstrate ability to produce high quality pad welds using arc and MIG welding systems
· Demonstrate how to properly wire a cord cap, light switch, duplex receptacle, 3-way switch, and light fixture
· Demonstrate how to properly measure, cut, and glue PVC pipe
· Demonstrate how to properly solder brass pipe

Evaluations:
Students will be evaluated using a variety of techniques. The bulk of the student’s grade will be earned by completion of the assigned projects, daily participation and daily shop journals.  The following is a list of evaluation criteria:
· Participation, & Clean-Up
· Daily Shop Journals
· Assigned Projects/Assignments
Assignments/Projects:  Work assigned during this course will be done in class.  However, if you are absent from class either (excused or unexcused) it is your responsibility to make up the work you missed. You will not receive any participation points for days absent both excused or unexcused until your time is made up. This must be arranged with Miss. Steele either before or after school.  All assignments must be neatly completed, and must be DONE ON TIME.  NO LATE WORK ACCEPTED!!!  
Participation: You will be graded each day on overall participation, work ethic, and attitude.  A possible 5 points per day can be obtained.  
College Credit: This is a college level class. Students have the opportunity to earn 3 credits from Wenatchee Valley Community College upon completion of this course with the following guidelines:
· Obtain a grade of B (83%-87%) or higher in course
· Complete WVC Tech Prep Paperwork and Pay One Time Fee of $15.00
