1Learning objective is a statement that describes what the student will be able to do successfully and independently at the end of a
specific lesson as a result of the classroom instruction. All learning objectives contain a concept (main idea) and skill (measurable
student behavior).
2Prior to introducing vocabulary, a teacher must do three things: select appropriate vocabulary that will be the most useful to students
both at this time and in the future, determine how each word’s meaning will be conveyed, and develop examples to illustrate each
word, when helpful, non-examples to establish what the concept is not
3Modeling involves teaching using think-aloud to reveal to students the strategic thinking required to solve a problem. The teacher
models the skill three times.
4Guidance practice starts with teacher working problems together, step by step, with the students.
5Independent Practice is having students practice what has been taught while it is being taught.
