All student athletes in MPS must complete ALL of the forms on Rank One (www.rankonesport.com) before they can participate in any sport.
· You must have your student athlete’s full name and student ID number as they are listed in Infinite Campus to begin the Rank One electronic participation forms.  If your student athlete is not listed in Rank One, contact Brink’s athletic facilitator.  
· The OSSAA Physical Exam form is required to be completed and on file prior to any/all athletic participation at Moore Public Schools. The form is two pages (Medical History and Physicians Exam page) and must be completed by an MD/DO, Nurse Practitioner or Physician’s Assistant, no earlier than May 1st of the school year prior to participation. The OSSAA Physical Exam form must be the April 2021 version; it is available to be completed online (Medical History and Athlete info on Physicians Exam page) and printed from the Download/Print Tab on Rank One.  Once completed, both pages should be uploaded to Rank One.
· Besides the OSSAA physical exam form, four additional electronic participation forms (OSSAA eligibility from, participation packet, medical history form, and biological sex at birth affidavit) found on Rank One must be completed before your student athlete is permitted to participate in Moore Public Schools Athletics and Activities.  All Rank One electronic forms should not be completed prior to May 1 of the upcoming school year.
