Dear Parents/Guardians,

This is to inform you that there is suspected head lice in your child’s classroom.  Lice are parasitic insects that can be found on the head of the affected person, usually on the base of the neck and behind the ears. They lay eggs (nits) that are tear drop shaped and attached to the hair. Lice infestations are spread by person-to-person contact.  

During the next 48 hours, it is important that you check your child for head lice and monitor for persistent itching of the scalp.

If head lice are discovered, it is important you check all family members and to treat everyone found to have lice, at the same time.  Follow treatment instructions from your doctor or by closely following the over-the-counter head lice treatment instructions.
