I. Call to Order:

III. ELECTION

Lisa Azevedo went over what it means to be part of the CTE Advisory Committee. She referred to pages six and seven of the Advisory Committee Manual for further detail. IV. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

V. PROGRAM UPDATES – CTEIG, PERKINS, K12 STRONG WORKFORCE

Lisa Azevedo reported in CTEIG funding and shared the CTEIG allocation ($341,740) and carryover ($392,916). CTEIG carryover will be used for the Bellflower High School Culinary Arts project. Lisa is currently working on the annual application. 

Lisa Azevedo reported on the Perkin’s funding and shared the allocation ($107,301).

Lisa Azevedo reported on the K12 Strong Workforce grant funding. We were approved for two grants for two pathways, Stage Production Technology and Health Science & Medical Technology. The allocations for the 2019-2020 school year are $183,354 for Stage Production Technology and $330,722 Health Science and Medical Technology. Both grants need to be expended within 30 months. In addition, a third party will be hired to assist with grant applications. 

VI. UPDATES

STEAM Building at MHS – The old building was demolished and they have started laying out the foundation of the new building. It is expected to have 18 new classrooms. 

Culinary Class at BHS – Was due to be done February 2019. Expected to be done this year. 

CTSO Participation – Students participating in the Skills USA competition in Ontario, CA have been enrolled. Half of the students participating in HOSA in Long Beach, CA have been enrolled. 

Sectors and Course Offerings – The committee discussed interest in the Energy, Environment & Utilities Pathway. Melissa Ellis will invite a guest from this industry to our next meeting. 

VII. PRESENTATION – STAGE PRODUCTION TECHNOLOGY PATHWAY – TOBE BEAN

Tobe Bean presented on the Stage Production Technology pathway. He shared photos from the Arixia field trip at the L.A. Colosseum that his students participated in. Future possible events were also discussed.
