f) Lisa Ware - Target Launch of program? 22-23 SY - Could we have someone trying to recruit volunteers when they do schedule pick ups/registration or open house?
3) Mentor Program for District - some research and outreach has been completed. Discussion around the exact focus of the program and next steps.
a) Ebony has done some of the research - contacted with McKinney Recreation Center - partnership with PISD - they currently partner with McKinney ISD; Biggest need is senior students to help senior adults with technology; Living memoirs; 
i) Kayla Walling voiced concern about staying within the community and having mentors that could help in business, etc. 
ii) Sharon  - is this a mentorship that would be long lasting? Maybe this is more of a collaboration
iii) Ebony will reach out to McKinney ISD rep with this program
b) Sharon Eaves - reached out to affiliate expansion director of another program - (MENTOR) - group will send her resources; but their expansion into Texas is just beginning - will need funding; will need people in community that want to take responsibility and lead; will take about a year for each step; want to take more time upfront so that it can be sustained in the long run. 
c) Wendy reached out to group of Mesas - they’ve almost echoed what the group Sharon reached out to
d) Christa - could it be used as a pilot program ? to start and get us some data. 
e) One of the early steps should be to decide “What is the focus of the program?” -(Sharon Eaves)
i) Mr. McIntyre sees the need mostly at PHS - students about to go out into the world; some students get lost - trying to get those students into positive relationships with others in community
f) Christa suggested others go out and research how other districts are doing it. 
g) Can members come up with deliverables for the next meeting? Details; pros/cons; What is PISD needing now? What are they looking at?
