School Responsibilities
Lillian Fletcher Elementary School will:

· Provide high-quality curriculum and instruction in a supportive and effective learning environment that enables the participating children to meet the State’s student academic achievement standards as follows:

· Title I teachers and paraprofessionals will attend conferences and training to stay current on reading research and effective instructional techniques for the teaching of reading and math.

· Students serviced by Title I will receive additional intervention supplementing regular classroom instruction.

· Research-based programs and assessments will be used.

· Students will be taught in small groups whenever possible.

· Students and parents will be invited to participate in grade level nights where activities will be available to promote fun learning experiences and keep parents involved and informed on new learning strategies.
· During the summer months reading and math related interventions will be available for children to check out at the Homer Public Library.
· Hold parent-teacher conferences during which time this compact will be discussed as it relates to the individual child’s achievement.  Specifically, conferences will be held:

· November and March
· Additional conferences may be held at any time upon parent or teacher request.
· Provide parents with frequent reports on their children’s progress.  Specifically, the school will provide reports as follows:

· Report cards, assessments from supplemental interventions and DIBELS progress monitoring graphs (when available) will be sent home or given to classroom teachers at the end of each marking period.
· Parents of participating Title I students may request at any time specific intervention strategy ideas in areas where their student needs improvement.  Parents can use these interventions -to help increase their student’s understanding and achievement.
· Additional progress reports may be provided at any time upon parent or teacher request.
· Provide parents reasonable access to staff.  Specifically, staff will be available for consultation with parents as follows:

· A Title I teacher or paraprofessional will attend any parent conference upon request by the parent or teacher.  Additionally, Title I teachers and paraprofessionals will be available to meet during scheduled conference times.
· A Title I teacher or paraprofessional will attend any Child Study Meeting upon request concerning a Title I student.
· Provide parent opportunities to volunteer and participate in their child’s class, and to observe classroom activities, as follows:

· Parents are able to volunteer (with completed background check) and participate in their children’s classroom at the discretion of the teacher.
· Parents can participate in classroom and school activities, including chaperoning field trips (with completed background check), and school wide events, such as field day.

· Have my homework completed and turned in on time.

· Work cooperatively with my classmates, teachers and school staff.
