4K Home Learning Packet

Ideas for learning at home - complete a minimum of 3 activities per day.  Keep a record of what activities are completed and return the activity log to school within 5 days of our return.  Many suggestions are daily activities and can be recorded in the log multiple times.

· Read books with your child for 15 minutes.
· Draw a picture of something you did today.  Tell someone about your picture. 
· Make a card for a friend or family member.  Write his/her name on it.  Sign your name.  
· Spend 20 - 30 minutes working on a building activity (puzzles, blocks, Legos).
· Play a board game or card game with a family member or friend.
· Practice writing your first and last name.  Try writing with your finger in a tray of sand, rice, finger paint, or shaving cream.  Use markers or sidewalk chalk to write.
· Practice writing numbers 0 - 10 in the same way.
· Make a pattern with something around your house (utensils, toys, cereal, etc.)  Take a picture of the pattern and e-mail it to Mrs. Cathcart.
· Alphabet scavenger hunt - Can you find something in your house that begins with each letter of the alphabet?  Make a list of the things you find.
· Practice counting - count as high as you can.  Count different items in your house.  
· Play a rhyming game.  Name a word and make up as many rhyming words as you can with that word, including nonsense words.  (ex. cat - bat, dat, fat, gat, hat, jat, lat, mat, etc.)
· Go on a nature walk around your neighborhood.  Use the checklist to mark the things you find.  (in the 4K Learning at Home packet)
· Complete a Home Connection math activity (can be found in the 4K Learning at Home packet)
