	Warm up Reading: Read one familiar book to warm up your reading. 

	20 minutes
	Read two new books on Raz Kids. 

Use strategies in order:
Nonfiction: 
1. Use the headings and table of contents to predict what will happen
2. Notice and read all other information in the section (maps, sidebars, charts)
3. At the end of each section retell what you have learned in that section.
4. For unknown words, read around the word to help determine the meaning and what word would make sense.  Use glossary if needed.
Fiction:
1. Use pictures and title to predict what story will be about
2. Stop and Think at the end of every few pages about the problem and the events to solve the problem.  How do these events connect?
5. For unfamiliar words...think what would make sense and you look for known parts.
6. At the end of the book retell the story stating the problem and what efforts were made to solve it.  How was the problem solved and how did the story end?
