	Assistive Technology (AT)
	Assistive technology is technology used by individuals with disabilities in order to perform functions that might otherwise be difficult or impossible. Assistive technology can include mobility devices such as walkers and wheelchairs, as well as hardware, software and peripherals that assist people with disabilities in accessing computers or other information technologies.

Consider whether the use of new or additional assistive technology would: (a) enable performance of this task with more ease, efficiency, or in a less restrictive environment, or (b) perform the task successfully with less personal assistance.
 If team members are not familiar with assistive technology tools that could address remaining barriers or need additional assistance, refer the student to the AT Team for assessment.
