5.1. Superintendent Boblett, Assistant Superintendent Spade and District Curriculum Janice Marcum recognized Kerri Thornburg with Northeastern Alliance.  Ms. Marcum explained to the board that this organization had donated $12,272.40 to the Boyd County Imagination Library with the monies coming from a grant by Kentucky State Government.
