-Must be eligible to enter college by fall term following selection or be currently enrolled as a first year student by the time of the award.
College Type:
	-Those enrolled in either a two-year or four-year college are eligible.
Number, Amount, and Type of Award:
	-Amount: $500.00
	-Payable in the second semester of the first year of post-secondary schooling.
	-Proof of tuition paid is required.
-A check will be presented to the student recipient upon proof of payment of the second semester tuition of the student’s first year of an accredited university, college, technical school, or community college.
Additional Information:
The award is to be made to the most deserving candidates in recognition of scholastic accomplishment, good citizenship, leadership, and participation in a variety of extra-curricular activities. The intention is to help a student defray a portion of the cost of attending a school beyond high school.  The recipient of the award will be selected by a school committee, and the committee should try to select a student who exhibits the above qualities.  It is the hope of the Gayle A. Wallace Memorial Scholarship Fund that the student will use this award to further their education in their chosen field.
