Theater Student Contract

If you have accepted a performance role or a place on the production crew (Stage crew, props, etc.), you are required to follow the rules listed below.  Repeated disregard for rehearsal policies, attendance polices or general misconduct and bad behavior can result in being expelled from the play.

1. Attendance/Conduct Policy:  Check in with the Stage Manager, who is in charge of attendance at each rehearsal.  You are expected to listen to all instructions given by the Director, Tech Director, Costumer and Stage Manager.  You will also show respectful behavior at all times following the rules and etiquette of this theatre.

(
Absences:  Any student who needs to miss rehearsal must notify the director by phone,
e-mail or by leaving a message at the high school main office before 2:30 on the day of the rehearsal.  Sending a message through a fellow cast member is unacceptable.

Students who wrote conflicts on their audition form will be excused from rehearsal for 


conflicts listed (except for Tech Week – it is mandatory that everyone be at all rehearsals 



and performances during this week.)


(
If a student accumulates three unexcused absences, they will not be permitted to remain 



in the production (cast & crew).  We understand that things come up, so 



to avoid unexcused absences, simply let the director know if you need to miss a rehearsal.

You must notify the Director/Stage Manager if you must leave rehearsal early, or will be 



arriving late. 

(
EVERYONE is required to be in attendance the week of Tech Rehearsal.  Please be sure you have cleared other conflicts for this week prior to performances.  This final week is very important for all cast and crew to attend.


(
STRIKE (removing the set, cleaning scene shop) is mandatory for all to attend.



This is typically held after school the Monday after the performance weekend.
2. Rehearsals:  Will run from 3:30 – 5:30 for the first 2 weeks in the auditorium and scene shop.  As show time draws closer, rehearsals will be extended to 6:00pm.  A Saturday rehearsal may be required.  Cast and Crew will receive a schedule for the rehearsal and show period.

Students will be on stage and ready to rehearse at 3:30 each day, not in the hallways, restrooms or parking lot.  Lateness is an inconvenience to the entire cast.  If that means getting to rehearsal 15 minutes early to socialize and prep, then please do so.


(
Cell Phones are NOT permitted on the stage.  In case of a dire emergency, students must clear having a cell phone onstage with the director first.  The Director has the right to confiscate any cell phone brought onstage and to hold it until rehearsal ends.  Cell phones are also not permitted in the make-up room during tech week and performance dates.


(
Students will treat the auditorium and stage areas with respect and make sure these areas are clean after every rehearsal. 


NO food or drinks are allowed on the stage or in the auditorium except water.  There is especially no gum chewing allowed onstage.  Snacks and liquids must be consumed before or after rehearsal in the hallway or scene shop.  Students must clean up after themselves!  This includes the hallways.  Anything a student brings into these spaces either goes out with them, or goes into the trash.  This includes water bottles, candy wrappers, homework, clothes, etc.

Student agrees to meet “off book” deadlines by having lines memorized.


(
Student agrees to assist with the production of the show in any capacity.



Students are part of a team effort and the show requires collaboration of ideas and energy. 


(
During rehearsal down-time, you must be working on homework or assisting in the scene shop.  Bring homework, reading or something quiet to do.  You are not permitted to roam the halls, lobby, parking lot, or enter the backstage area unless given permission by the Director during specific scenes/rehearsals.  Students must remain respectful of their fellow cast members during rehearsal.  This involves being quiet and paying attention for the entire time you are in the rehearsal space, even if you are not actually rehearsing.

Friends/family members are welcome to watch rehearsals, except during Tech Week, but they must be respectful of the rehearsal policies, remain quiet and not be distracting for students on stage or in the scene shop.


(
The Auditorium and backstage areas will be closed to visitors during Tech Week, Final Dress and Performances.  Person’s not directly associated with the show will be asked to leave unless given permission by the director.


(
Students may be asked to obtain certain items for their own costumes.  If this presents a problem, please speak with the director.

3. School Policies:  General school rules for conduct apply in play practice as well as any drama related events.  Students are expected to conduct themselves in a manner befitting a representative of the Park Rapids High School as well as the Theater Dept.

Rules for academic eligibility apply to the play.  Any student who becomes academically ineligible will be excused from the play.
(
Suspensions and Expulsions do apply to the play: any student who is suspended will not be permitted to rehearse or perform during the duration of his or her expulsion.  Any student expelled from school will also be ineligible to participate in the play.

Failure to follow these rules will result in replacement of your role and or dismissal from the cast/crew.  All decisions will be made at the Director’s discretion.
