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Vidant Chowan Hospital VolunTEEN Scholarship
In the 1990’s, the Volunteers of Vidant Chowan Hospital established a college/university scholarship program to provide financial aid to a qualified, graduating, high school senior. Currently, the applicant must wish to further his/her education in a human health care related field.  It is to be a one-time award, in the amount of $1,000, and will be payable to the college/university selected for study by the recipient.
Goal of the Scholarship Program:
The main goal of the VolunTEEN scholarship program is to find well rounded, deserving students that have volunteered at Vidant Chowan.  The ideal candidate will also have obtained an above average academic high school career.   

Counselors provide applications to qualified students and may be also picked up from the Volunteer Services department at Vidant Chowan Hospital.  To submit a completed package for consideration, each student must provide the following items:

· A completed application

· High School Transcript and SAT or ACT scores

· Student essay

· Three references

· Letter of acceptance from a college or university

· Applicant must participate as a VolunTEEN for a minimum of forty (40) hours at Vidant Chowan Hospital. Volunteer hours must be fulfilled by the scholarship deadline.  
If all items are not included in the packet, the candidate will automatically be disqualified.  Please review your application package prior to submission.  
Receipt of Scholarship Applications
All applications for consideration will be received by the due date chosen by the Scholarship Committee.  After initial review to determine if applicants meet the program criteria, interviews will be set up for each qualified candidate. A parent/guardian must sign the application where indicated.  An incomplete or late application will not be considered for a scholarship.  
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Vidant Chowan Hospital VolunTEEN Scholarship Application
General Scholarship Information:

The Scholarship Committee will select qualified candidates from all applications submitted by the April 6, 2020 deadline.  Scholarships will be awarded based on the following 30-point guideline.

1. GPA/Transcript submission (maximum of 5 points)
2. Personal Interview (maximum of 5 points)

3. Essay (maximum of 5 points)

4. Extracurricular and Leadership Involvement (maximum of 5 points)
5. Vidant Chowan VolunTEEN participant -documentation required (maximum 5 points)
6. References – (maximum of 5 points)
Funding:

Scholarship winners will be notified and winners will have 7 days to accept or decline the award.  To accept the scholarship, winners must call Vidant Chowan Volunteer Services (252-482-6270) and speak with Kelly Cross, Manager.  

All awards conferred by the Scholarship Committee will provide monies directly to any accredited Community College, College or University, in the name of the scholarship recipient with the first payment for use in the school term beginning in the fall of the year of the award.  Payment will be made in August, after documentation of attendance has been received. 
Each scholarship will be paid in a lump sum for the fall semester.  

Candidate Application & Selection:

Applications may be obtained through senior guidance counselors at local high schools or be picked up from Vidant Chowan Volunteer Service Department.  All completed applications must be in the possession of the Scholarship Committee by April 6, 2020.  The selection and awarding of scholarships will be the decision of the Scholarship Committee.  Please do not submit photos of yourself.  
Qualifications:

1. The applicant must want to study and pursue a career in a Human Health related field. 

2. The applicant must be or have been a Vidant Chowan VolunTEEN with a minimum of 40 hours volunteered.

3. The applicant will have completed the 12th grade and will have received a High School Diploma, by June 30th, of the year of the award. 

4. The applicant must include a letter of acceptance for the fall semester or quarter from a community college, college or university of their choice.  This must be on the institution’s official letterhead.

5. The applicant must plan to attend sufficient classroom hours to be considered a full time student (minimum of twelve semester hours) at the college of choice. 

6. The applicant must submit a completed application making certain all sections are accurately completed and turned in by the deadline.  No late submissions will be accepted.
